SEW YORK, May C..During the

u-oek. the course of the stock mar-
J--

liit ha3 been somewhat irregular. At
the opening, some uncertainty was felt
05 to the possible effect of the payment
of the $'.'0,000,000 Indemnity to Spain, as

nothing was certainly known about the
method In which that operation was to

be effected; and this circumstance wag

turned to account by the "bear" operalore,with the result of a fall of one to
tivo points In prlcos. On Tuesday the
plan of settlement became better understood;and, as It was seen to be fr«e
from nil Injurious bearing on the moneymarket, securities nt once recovered
from the previous day's decline, but
have since evinced a weak front and
been comparatively Inactive for these
exciting times.
The payment of the Indemnity has

now been consummated in a perfectly
easy way and without producing a rippieof disturbance In the loan market
Under other circumstances, It might
have called for a considerable export of
gold, and some doubt has been felt

result. The balance of trude In our
favor (luring the last two years has,
ho-.v'eve-r. be£n attended with the accumulationof an extraordinary amount to
a considerable extent In payment for
securities returned from abroad, and
eome misgivings have been felt whetherthe amount remaining to our credit
misht suflice to cover this operation.
The event hps proved the? a sufficient
supply of bills drawn chiefly against
these funds was procurable for wholly
covering thLs settlement, and therefore
no gold has been exported. The paymenthas been made wholly through tin
exchange of International.credits, withoutthe transfer of a dollar in cash.

As the result of these operations, the
treasury accounts show an increase in
'outstanding drafts and checks'" from
Jo.i:S.T69 on April 20 to $29,171,913 on
May 3. the increase of 523,043,144 Having
gone into the banks, while within the
satne time the treasury depasita in the
Tanks have been diminished by only
54S.112, with the understanding however,
that those deposits shall be drawn
down at the rate of $1,000,000 per week
to-compensate "for the reduction of the
actual cash balance in the .treasury proper.Therefor:- tho banks* were about
twenty-three million:; stronger In cash
resources at the end of the indemnity
settlement than the{»* were before, while
the treasury was about to the same extentweaker.
Whatever actual cash may reach

Spain lr. this settlement will probablybe contributed largely by Germany, for
tha; country has been more thnn njiyother a debtor to the United Stater. In
the form of the temporary loans which
we have turned to account us a means
of paying; the indemnity. It Is not unlikely,however, that Germany may be
able to make arrangement? Indirectlywith Spain thru wJll mitigate the inconvenienceof this sudden domand for
large liquidations in cash. ;The Rothschjldsare understood to be connected
with easily mean arrancemems betweenthe Bank of Spain and the Germanbank that would be convenient tofcoth parties.

Thus, another bogy that has haunted
the monet' market and made some peopleon the stock exchange uneasy, has
been removed from the haunts of speculation.One of the effects of the completionof this operation will be, as
above Indicated, to increase materiallylor some time the cash resources of thehanks. It is true, the secretary of thetreasury hns expressed a purpose to
gradually withdraw hie deposits from
tn" national banks, as an offset for the
money lost in the Indemnity settlement;tut those withdrawals will probably be
more than offset by the excess of the
povernment's ordinary disbursements
over ita receipts, which for la.st monthshowed a difference of $11,300,000; Inoth» r words, the present drift of fiscalH*T:»lrs Is In the directly depleting thetreasury and filling the banks. It thereforeeeems .safe to calculate upon a
more plethoric condition of the bank
reserves. from this time on until thefall, than we have experienced withinthe last four months.
