Xcw York Sun: Ex-President BenjaminHarrison lias sailed for-Paris to

take part In one of the most momentous
ti*aults of recent years. It.will be held
before an International tribunal of arbitration.The parties at law are the

* government of Great Britain and the
government of Venezuela, backed by
the government of the United States. It
will settle the question that four years
ago nearly precipitated an Anglo-Americanwar. Ex-President Harrison, who
Is chief counsel for Venezuela, after flf!
teen months devoted to a thorough investigationof all of the matters involved,will contend for the Venezuelan
government that the proper boundary
should be in the neighborhood of the
59th degree of longitude west of Greenwich,whereas Great Britain has asserted

her rights westward beyond the G3d
d?«rejj of longitude, taking a number of
exceedingly valuable gold mines In
which British capital is now interested.
The cause of this notable lawsuit was

Great Britain's persistent refusal to
submit to arbitration the boundary line
dispute between British Guiana and
Venezuela. The United States took no

stand as to what was the true boundary
line between the countries, but only Insistedthat Great Britain should submit
to the arbitration so frequently urged
by Venezuela, In order that the true line
might be determined. On Great Britain'srefusal the memorable message of
President Cleveland was Issued and this
country determined to And out for itself
by thorough Investigation the true line.
A commission, consisting of David J.
Brewer, of the supreme court of the
United States, R. H. Alvey, F. R. Coudert,

Daniel C. Gilman and Andrew D.
White, was appointed by the United
States to determine the bouncr.*y. The
commission collected a gre *. mass of information.but It w 13 noi necessa.y for
it to complete its work. Great Britain
finally consented to arbitrate and
agreed to a plan after a long correspondencebetween Lord Salisbury and
Richard Olncy, secretary of state of the
United States. After that the United
State? had no further official interest in
the question. A treaty was arranged
between Venezuela and Great Britain
agreeing to take as final the decision of
a tribunal of arbiration as to the boundary.

Justice than any other that has sat In
an International dispute. Tribunals in
such cases, they say, have been too

Venezuela has no direct representative
upon this tribunal. It is made up of
Lord Russell, of Killowen.-Xord Chief
Justice of England (succeeding Lord
Herschell, recently deccasqd},.. nnd of
Justice Collins on the part of Great Britain,Chief Justice Fuller and Justice
Brewer of the United States supreme
court, on the part of Venezuela, and
Prof. Martens, of the University of St.
Petersburg, selected by these four. It
had been provided that should the four
first named members be unable to
choose a fifth within four months, Klni?

Though the treaty of arbitration was
finally ratified in Jun^.'lSOT, it was not
until January, 1S98, that definite mean*
ures were taken toward having the case
Gf Venezuela properly presented before
tho tribunal.
