It had been shown that
they did all they could to prevent the
accident. He said even when a heavy j
car Is running only four mllo» an hour
It Is no easy matter to bring It to a stop 1

Instantly, but It was stopped quickly.
The wagon, ho said, was upset by the
breaking of the spokes of Its wheels.
There was not a scintilla of evidence to

show that the wagon had been struck
wilfully.'
Mr. Nesbitt said he had nothing to

nay. The Justice reserved his decision
until the case against W. J. Whitman
was disposed of.
