THE PHILIPPINES.

A Manila View of Native Government.
Its Impossibility,

Manilz Times: “In Mindanao, the
withdrawal of the small,scattered Span-
lsh garrlsons has been the signal for in-
Lertribal wars, never qulte suppressed,
Lo burst into new life.” This ls the key
with which alone the Philipplne prob-
leen can be solved. Spaln, wenk and
corrupt, perhaps, managed, ot any rate,
to pregerve some semblance of orders In
the Philippines. Spaln has now been
driven out by Admiral Dewey's victory,
and, primarily, by that alone, It fs,
therefore, fmperative that 'the’ Unitéd
States must establish some authority In
place of the Spanish. The questlon (s,
what suthority is best to be chosen?

The whole Phillppine problem la nor-
rowed down to the one queatlon—who
should govern the Islands, and how?

Of the numerous answers suggested
one s dlsposed of by thls news: from
Mindnnao, Natlves cannot govern, The
removal of Spanish outhority, poor as
that was, i5 the re-establishement of
primeval anarchy, It may be less
marked In some islands than In others,
but the fact remalns that In all ihe ls-
lands some substandinl authority re-
fquires to be act up and no nellve gov-
ernment Is strong enough. In Negros
the natlve leaders had sufliclent 1nteil-
genee to know this and sutliclent hon-
eity and moral courage to say so. In
Cebu almost the same. In Panay na-
tives were fightlng agalnst nattscs,
aborigines and tulisance and katlpun-
erocs were disputing and wrangling and
cceaslonnlly,  eutting  each  other's
throats unofticlally  long  before  the
Spanlards, besleged In 1oflo, had escap-
ed to Zamboanga, In Mimdoro and
Paragua it Is the same as in Mindanan
—primeval savagery, let loose from the
weak bands of Spanish  suzerainty.
The country s as badly smashad, . lts
social, commerclul and administrative
arganization as completely knccked to
pleces as the machinery of the:sunken
Relna Christina,  To recanstruct either
would be a task of Inordinate difficulty,
and probably not very profitable, The
native government, say in Mindanao,
can no more pull ltself together than
could the poor wrecked hulk off Punta
Sangley,  The hulk can be left as she
Ites, to cost nobody anvthing maore than
an 1nux|n~n-1\'c slgh of pity. Can popu-
lous 1slands be left to sink in the -ﬂmu:h
of savagery? Can milllons of human
belrgs who have seen n gllmmering of
cwilization, who have Inelpient indus-
trics that ehould benefit the whaole
warld, who have more or less Chrlstian-
ity among thém—can these be left ns
they are, to cogt nobody anything muae
than an antl-expansion argument?

The bears made some further progress
in forcing prices to a lower level to-day,
but they were by no means In so ng-
gresslve and confldent o mood as yis-
terday. There was very heavy covering
of short contraets during the course of
the day, end last prices are materially
above the lowest even In those stocks
which show the heaviest net losses, The
bears met  determined  resistance In
some of the stocks which have hitherto
proved most vulnerable to thelr attuck.
The latter part of the day showed o dis-
tinetly Improved tone and nn upward
tendency of prices with no disposition
apparent from the bear faction to make
further ventures for the present, After
the opening dip In prices thero was the
usuul professlonal coverlng deslgned to
meet the orders of outside operators.
The resulting rally was shortlived and
the bear party then made thelr demon-
stration In force. They brought out
heavy lquldation In the tobacco stocks,
Western Unlon, Metropolltan  Street
Rallwny, Manhattan and Brooklyn
Transit and extended their operations
in splte of the weakness {n the wheat
market to the granger group. The
Unlon Paclfie and Northern Paclle
stocks were savagely attacked slmul-
taneously with the appearance of the
statement that Unlon Paclfie's net earn-
ings for April showed o decrease of
over $117,000 compared with the corres-
ponding period last year. Coupled with
a elmilar statement of Northern Pacl-
fie's earnings which appeared yester-
day, this cuused a break In the stocks
of the two companles ranging from 1
per cent In Northern Paclfie up to 1%
per cent in Unfon Paclfle. The extréme
decline In Metropolitan Street Rallway
was 7 polnts. The continued weakness
of Amalgamated Copper, which sold
down to 57 on odd lots on the outside
market, served to encourage the bears
as Indleating an abandonment of & pur-
pose on the part of the powerful inter-
ests beblnd that property to support the
price any longer. There were several
developments, however, during the doy
which served te dissipate bearish en-
thusinsm. It wns notleeable that noth-
Ing further was heard of the yellow
fever scare, and roads In the territory
affected were firmly held In the stock
market all day. London was u larger
buyer of Loulsville in spite of other ele-
ments of weakness in that marker. This
and the easing of call money In London
after the settlement eaused an easier
tone In the sterling exchange market
here and 80 mitigated yesterday's ap-
prehenslons of immediate gold exports,
The reported large selllng of wheal for
southwestern account helped to keep
the ratiroad stocks of that reglon firm.
There were reports of favorable condl-
tlons and prospects In the anthracite
trade. A serutiny of the Unlon Pacifle
statement showed that the decreaze In
April net earnings was accounted for
more than twice over by an increase in
operating expenses, much of which was
understood to be golng Into permanent
Improvements and betterment. There
were evidences also of positive strength
In  Bugar, Hublier and the Smeltlog
stocks, When Metropoliten Strecer Rall-
way suddenly bounded upward o point
at a time to 206 the bearg were quick to
take alarm and other conditions also
polnting o warning, they rushed to
cover. The extreme galng from the low
polnt were In  Metropolitan 7 points,
Sugar §, Amerlean Tobacco 35, Contl-
nental Tobaeeo and Ameriean Tobacco
4 each, Erocklyn Trannit Hurling-
ton nearly 2 polnts and many  other
stoeks a polnt or over.

There wag an easy tone to the bond
market In sympathy with stocks, but
lngses were not so conspleuous 4s In
storke.
