HAVANA, June G..General Maximo
Gomez, the former commaniler-ln-chlef
of the Cuban army, will Issue his farewellmanifesto to-day. In substauco It
will pay;
"Tho mission I havo been Intrusted

with Is nearly concluded. I have attemptedto And a Bolutlon of questions
concerning the army which I commandeddurlnpr the bloodiest war known
In America. I am now leaving regretfullyto attend to necessary private
business.
"A parting word to tho people for

whom I havo sacrificed thirty years of
my life and to my friends In the army
Just dlsbunded, which my action should
have been taken Instantly after the removalof the bloody weight of Spain's
merciless regime. We armed ourselves
and therefore, now wo no longer want
soldiera but men for the maintenance
of peace and order who the basis of
Cuba's future welfare.
"It Is necessary to understand that

the nation in this epoch most difficult
and unequaled in history should avail
Itself of the opportunity how it possessesvirtues In spito of the -vices
caused by colonial government and tho
harshness of warlike life. We wanted
and depended upon foreign interventionto terminate the war. This occurredat the most terrible moment of our

contest and resulted In Spain's defeat.
Uut none of us thought this extraordinaryevent would be followed by a. militaryoccupation of the country by our

allies, who treat us ns a people incapableof acting for ourselves, nnd who
have reduced us to obedience, to submissionand to a tutelage imposed by
force of circumstances.

Good Advice.
"This cannot-be our ultimate fate afteryears of struggle and we should aid

by every pacific method in finishing the
work of organizing, which the Americansaccepted In the protocol and which
Is as disagreeable for them as for ourselves.This nld will prove useless
without concord among nil the Islanders.Therefore It Is necessary to forgetpast disagreements to completely
unite all elements and to organise a

political party which is needed in any
country.
"It is always said that countries have

the government which they merit, and
Cuba will have that too. To-day she
can have only one party In Cuba with
one object, that of obtaining the aspirationof years.
"We must devote ourselves to paclllc

labors, gain the respect of the world
and show that though our war was

honorable our peaco must be more so.
"We must make useless by our behaviourthe presence of a strange power

In the iahitid and must assist the Americansto complete the honorable mission
they have been compelled to assume by
force of circumstances. This work was
not sought by thoso rich northerners,
owners of a continent. I think doubts

form Immediately a committee or club
to be a nucleus of government. This
will serve Cuban Interests purely and
act as an aid to Interveners.

A. Father's Appeal.
"I, aa ono of the first Cubanp,although

ono of our last old soldiers and not far
from the gravo, without passions or

ambitions, call on you with the sincerityof u father nnd urge a cessation of

Cubans.

GERMANY'S STATEMENT
Of the Purchaso oft ho Poclllc Islamla

From Spain.
BERLIJC, Jane 6..Tbe- minister of

foreign affairs, Baron von Buelow, In
the relchstag to-du*\ nmde a 6tatement
on the subject of the German-Spanish
treaty for the cessions of the Caroline,
La«lrone an<l Pelew Islands. He said
that In order to round off the Gorman
possessions In the Pacific In view
of German commercial Interests which
had long: existed In the Caroline lslnnds

considered It our duty to take care
of this group so that In the event of any
change In ownership It would not be lost
to Germany.
The minister then read the text of the

ngreement. which was concluded February12. 1S99:
First Spain cedes to Germany tho

Caroline*, Pelew and I/adrone islands
cxcept tho Island of Guam In considerationof a compensation of 25,000,000 pesetas.
Second. Grfrmanr Rrmn-

Ish trade and agricultural enterprises
In those Islands the 6o<me treatment and
facilities as conceded to German trade,
and concedes to the Spanish religious
orders In the Islands the Fame rights
atul liberties nt the German orders.
Third, Spain will establish naval,

mercantile and coaling stations 1n the
Carolines, Pelew and Ladrones, and
will be allowed to retain them In case of
war.
Fourth, this agreement Is to be submittedfor the constitutional sanction

of the two countries and fs to be ratifiedas soon as this Function Is given.
Continuing, Baron von Buelow said:

"An understanding has also been arrivedat with Spain regarding the mutualgranting of conventional tariffs,
such as correspond with the wishes and
Interests of German as well ns Spanish
trude. soon as the cortcs lias sanctionedthe sale of the islands we will
Immediately submit the necessary bills
to the rofeftstag, whloh will have -the
opportunity of a thorough and practical
examination of the matter. Until then
we hope the relchstng will defer Its discussion,out of International courtesy."
