"Labor has been gradually ascending 1

to a higher mean, to the clear sunlight
of reason and progressive thought. It
Is being more intelligently directed, and
better utilized; more generally respected
and more highly appreciated. There
was a time when there was a far wider
gulf between him who toiled and hlin
who did not, than there Is to-day.
"It is possible that sometimes our advantagesand institutions may not be

fully appreciated. If there is any body
of people In the United States that con-
stltute the strongest patriots It Is that.
body of-men who *olf»nas«Hf honest \
occupation for the*Benfe'flt of themselves
nnd their families. They cherish the
Institutions of their country, and I have
witnessed the grandest manifestations
of their patriotism. ,

APIA, 8amoa, June 16. via San Francisco,June 30..Peace and quiet now

reign in Samoa, in marked contrast to
the warlike scenes of two months ago.
The arrival of the auxiliary cruiser
Badger on May 13, with the internationalcommission on board, caused a distinctchange in affairs here. The commissionlost no time,, but vent to work
Immediately, electing Mr. Tripp chairmanund Mr. Morgan secretary. The
c jmmissioners held interviews flrst with
King Tanu and then with Mataafa.
Tanu was not at flrst recognised as
king by the commission. Tanu and his
chiefs readily agreed to give up their
arms and stated that they were preparedto accept any formal government
the commission might recommend, even
If the kingship was abolished.
The following day Mataafa and his

party came alongside the Badger, singingsongs and flying the Samoan flag.
The rebels were ordered to lower their
flag, which thoy did. The commissionersexplained to the chief that they had j
come to make peace.
