MANY OF THE OLD VOLUNTEERS

Enlist In the Twe'n_ummth Unit-
‘ed Stares Volunteers, Destined for
Service In the Philippines—A Batch

of Eleven Recruits for, the Regulsr
Army Bent I.o_Blu Franclsco—Major

Hennlsseo Loaves.

The Wheeling recrulting office of the
United States army has recelved Ita (o=
structions for the enlistment of recrults

for the Twenty-seventh regiment of

volunteers, to be guthered al Camp
Mends, Pennsylvania, In the near fu-
ture, and already there [a Increassd ac-
tivity at the station, many of the volun-
teers of the Firat and Second West Vir-
ginia regiments, lately mustered out,
deciling to walt for the opening of the
rolls for the new volunteer regiments,
in preference to eéntering the regular
army. Regular army enlistment is for
three years, while that for the volun-
toers is until June 80, 1001, less than two
yeurs.

Yesterday, o number of the former
volunteers called i the station, and
several were examined and accepted. It
1s expected that there will be a rush this
week, snd that West Virginia will be
largely represented In the make-up of
the Twenty-seventh tegiment. It I8
hoped that Wheellng and vieinity may
furnish the 106 men required for a full
company, and that' the boys will be al-
lotted to n-single company, instead of
belng  distributed  indiseriminately
among several, 1f an effort I made In
this direction it may be succesaful. On
the other hand, without such an effort,
the boys from this sectlon who enter the
army will lose thelr ldentity so to spealk.

Congressman Dovener and Senator
Beott, who are now In the clty, are be-
ing besleged with applications for com-
missions in the Twenty-seventh regi-
meént.  Only four  commisalona
in this regiment will come to West Vir-
ginia and there will be o lnrge number
of disappointed asplrants for the shoul-
der straps.

Lieutenant John K. Mlller, of the
Elghth Infantry, regular army, arrived
in the clty yesterday and assumed
charge of the recrulting station, rellev-
Ing Major A. G, Hennlsee, of the Bec-
ond Calvary, who leaves thls morning
for New York, where he will report by
telegraph to the adjutant general of the
army for duty. It is sald he will lkely
be ordered to rejoln his regiment in
Cuba. Sergeant Schuler, of L Com-
pany, Tenth Infantry, who hus been
detalled for duty at the Wheellng sta-
tion, also Teaves to-dny for Fort Slocum,
New York harbor, to rejoln his regi-
ment.

Yesterday o batch of eleven recruits
for the regular army left for San Fran-
cisco. They are all Infantrymen, and
will be gent on to the Phillppines to fill
out r s already on service thera.
