DISASTROUS TORNADO

Sweeps Over Ellzabeth, New Jersey.
Church Towers Blown Down and
Honses Unropfed.

ELIZABETH, N, J,, Auguit 2.—A
tornado swept over this elty this after-
noon, dolng great domage, Houses,
churches, factories and all bulldings in
the storm path, which was three blocks
wide, suffered. The storm came from
the southwest and passed to the north-
west., Ita veloelty was sixty miles an
hour and its duration ten minutes. The
towers of the First Pres Third
Presbyterlan and Central Baptist
churches were thrown down. The Ly-
ceumn theatre was totally unroofed and
the Star theatre roof was ripped off
and hurled two blocks dway.

Scores of dwelling housen are with-
out roofs. The streets arc fllled with
debria.

Trees and electric poles went down
before the gule. No one was killed or
aven serfously hurt, but many persons
received allght Injurles.

The roof was lifted off a three-story
nhirt factory in which several score of
girla and men were at work, and the
bullding was blown five Inches out of
place, There was i panie in the bulld
ing, but all escaped injury.

New Cases -- Removal  of
United States Troops.

WASHINGTON, Aug. 2—Advices re-
celved by Surgeon General Wyman up
to 9 o'clock to-night from Hamplon,
show that the only change in the yellow
fever situation |s the addition of four
suspected coses to those slready In ex-
lstence. These bave been sent to
to the'hospital.

This Information and the additional
statement that there has not been a
death since 7 o'clock last evenlng, and
that everything with reference to the
disease |s more favorable, wis recelved
from Governor P. T. Woodfin, of the
Soldiers Home. He also wired that he
Is qulte sure the pestilence will be
stamped out.

From Dr. White, who has general
charge of affalrs gt Hampton, but who
remaing away from the institution,word
eame that the situation is unchanged.
Governor Woodfin has prepared & list
of all members of the home who have
been furloughed alnce July 22, at the
sume time glving thelr destination. This
will be telegraphed to Surgeon General
wWyman and will be spread broadcast
through the press, thus enabling muni-
cipalities where the Inmates may now
be, to detain them for a ressonable
length of time. Dr. Wyman has sent
dispatches to the henlth commissioner
of Balfimore, and the president of the
board of health of Richmond, asking
them what measures are belng taken
regurding refugees from the home =t
Hampton or the adjolning town of
Phoebus, The doctor thinks it Is of the
utmost importance that all such per-
gons should be kept under close obser-
vatlon for ten days following thelr da-
parture, particularly those who stop-
ped over one night In elther place.

Replles have been recelved from both
places showing the surgéon genernl the
uctivity of the officials Interested and
thelr ability to cope with the situation,
Surgeon  Farquhar, at Portsmouth,
about twelve milea from Hampton, re-
ports finding four colored people who
had been ‘at the latter place.

Should be Detained.

The nuthorities sent them back to
Hampton, Doctor Wyman does not
think such course safe, however, and
has directed Surgeon Farquhar here-
after not to send such persons buck to
Hampton. but to have them taken to
Craney Island, there they maye be de-
talned under observation. Dr. Wyman
says that although Hampton I8 not In-
fected he thinka It best to take charge
of people who may come from Hampton
and keep them under observatlon for
a limited perlod of time. Arrangements
have been made to send to the home
two Immune male and two Immune fe-
male ntrses and two Immune physi-
¢jans. The removal of troops from
Fort Monroe and the ofMcers and thelr
tamilies, 1t 18 expected, will begin to-
morrow, when o pussenger steamer 18
sehedaled to leave at 2 o'clock for Cape
Charlex. A harge with cars I8 expect-
ed to go to the reservatlon to-morrow
to take the baggage and equipment of
troups vver to Cape Charles. The quar-
antioe ship Jamestown anchored In the
waters of the bay will be made o sort
of half way landing place, where per-
sons and supplies may be landed froin
Norfolk and other places and then ship-
ped to Old Point by launch, thence Lo
be sent to Hampton,

Actlon of War Department.

WASHINGTON, D. ., August 2.
Just before the close of the war de-
partment to-day a finnl declslon wus
reached to send the troopa from Fort
Monroe to Battery Point, Delaware.
Surgeon Generil Wyman objected to
Iocuting the troope go far south, but
General Merritt held that it wonld be
fatal, in case any of the men were In-
fected, to take them north, -
