STARTLING STORY

Of tho Treatment of Lieut. Gllmore

BAN FRANCISCO, August 15—The
Bulletin publishes o startling story
from the Philippines regarding Lieut.
Glimore and the party from the York-
town who were captured by the Fill-
pinos and who have been reported trom
officin] sources ns being well cared for
and well treated.

It appears that when the Amerioans
reached San Isidro, where the York-
town membery and some soldlers und
clvillans had been imprisoned, they
found the names of the prisoners
scratched on the walls of the jull. Some
lettarg from the men were found se-
creted under stones, and a Bpaniard
who had been Intruated with several
presented them to General Lawton. The
letters tuld of the hardships the men
were compelled to suffer and begged
that aid be sent them, The men com-
plained that they had been starved
beaten and bound, and moreaver, wersg
in rags.

RENNES, France, August 15.—Maltre
Laborl, counsel for Capt. Alfred Drey-
fus, who wan shot from ambush here
yesterday, while on his way from hls
rosldence to attend the court martiol,
after o night of tarrible agony, is some-
what better this morning: The attend-
ing doctors, however, are atill unable to
pound the wound.

M, Labori’s assailunt hos not yet been
arrested.

The man who actually fired the shot,
it appears, was only one part of the
machinery of the congplrators, In
spite of the extensive search made for
the would-be nssassin he is still at
lnrge, and the impression s guining
ground that he Is being aided by the
anti-Dreyfus people.

The doctors ln attendance upon AL
Laberi have sent to Parls for an X-rays
apparatus, In order to jocate the bullet.

At 2:16 p. m. M. Laborl was dolng 2o
well that the doctors conslder him out
of danger. He lies on his back, yno-
ble to move, but life 18 returning to
the leg which yesterday was thought
to be paralyzed. He has no fever, and
continpes to dlscuss the trial. His wite
hae remained at his bedside practically
sver since he was wounded. Natur-
ally, whe 1s much relieved at the fa-
vorable reports of the doctors, who
hope to see the distinguished lawyer
on hig feet before the trial is finlshed.

M, Laborl, however,
retained his presence of mind, and re-
fused to allow the wallet to be taken
out of his hands, putting It under his
head for a pllow, and holding it with
one hand. The coat was shortly after-
wards put on ngain. On arriving at
his resldence M. Laborl asked his wife
1o look In his pockets, and see If thelr
contents were safe. Mme. Labori found
the pockets completely emptied, Luck-
Iy, no papers of imporiance wers in
the pockets, which only contalned per-
gonal letters, Including menacing let-
ters recelved on the previous day, The
rifling of the lawyer's pockets of the
papers and the attempt to stenl his
wallet, while no effort was made to ap-
proprinte his watch or money, are re-
garded ns clear evidence of a plot In
which several men were Implicated.

having obtalned the use of two Chinese
harbors, Ta-Lien-Wan nand Port Ar-
thur, with a lnrge territory, whereby an
outiet for the Slberlan rallway to the
Yellow sen Is secured.

“Thanks to the wisdom of the Chi-
ness government, we shall, through
rullways In course of construction,
united to China, a result which gives all
natlons the Immeasurable gain of easy
communieation and lightens the opera-
tlons of the world's trade,

“In our unwearying care for the gen-
ornl wenl we have deemed [t necessary,
after completing the rallway, to declar
Ta-Llen-Wan o free port during the
whole period of the treaty for the mer-
chant ships of all nations, and to bulld
n new city in the nelghborhood of the
mld port.’”

PARIS, August 15—~The warrant for
the arrest of M. Guerin, prepident of the
antl-Bemite League, who, with sympa-
thizers, has been barricaded since Bat-
urday last in the offices of Lhe lengue,
has been placed in the hands of Mag-
{strate Fabre. Guerin I8 now regarded
a8 an outlaw In & state of rebellion
since his potification of the Isgue of the
warrant. He cannot ¢lalm the right of
& citizen of exemption from arrest
from sunrise to sundown, and the per-
sons garrisoning the hesdquarters of
the lepgue, numbering nbout forty, are
in the sams boat.

Btrict orders have been given to ar-
rest every ong attempting to enter or
lenve the bullding. Three of Guerin's
friends, who attempted to leave the
Place this morning, were arreated. They
all carried six-chambered revolvera
and hatchets, and what Frenchmen
designate o8 "American knuckle-dus-
ters,” otherwise brass knuckles.

| anti-Bemite tri-color flag on the roof

of the anti-Semits hesdquarters, On
the flag was a motto rending; “France
for Frenchmen."

M. Waoldeck-Rousseau confarred sev-
