TRAGEDIES
OF PEACE.

Five Men Killed and Ten Wound-
ed While the Payment of
the Cuban Troops

PROGRESSED AT CUEVITAS.

Imperfect List of the Beneficinries
Cnuses the Trouble--Many
Disappointed,

SANTIAGO DE CUBA, August 23—
Five men are dead and ten wounded as
& result of a fight last night between
gendurmes und disappelnted Cuban sol-
diers at Cuevitas, three miles from
Santiago, where the payment of the
Cuban troops s progressing.  Flve
thousand Cubans had gathered there
to recelve pay, mnd aftér three days
only 680 had been pald,  Thousands
who had been dissppolnted at other
points had come to Cucvitas as the lost
place of payment In the provinee.

The imperfect lst caunes great dis-
patistaction, and & rumor clrculated
yeaterday that the pay tera would
lenve to-day alarmed the men who had
not been pald. They began to colleet
in groups, and to show thelr annoyance.
Finally thelr threats became sorious,

Captain Balial, with twenty gond-
armes, was present o preserve order
among the applicants, and the United
Stutes troops protected Colonel Moale,
the ofMeer having charge of the pay-
ments. Suddenly Captain Ballal, who
Wi wns Bur ded by a
mab, struck by stones and bottles und
shot In the arm. His men promptly
fired & volley Into the mob, three per-
sons belng instantly killed and thirteen
wounded, two of whom dled this morn-
Ing.

Colonel Moule's guard promptly sur-
rounded the money office, but took no
part in the fghting.

Tor & few minutes there wWas a lvely
confiict, carbines and machetes being
used freely. Captaln Balinl was the
only gendarme wounded. All the dead
were colored Cuban soldlers.

This morning poyment wis resumed
under o heavy guard. There are ru-
mors that a force In belng orgontzed
to attack the pay-office, but these are
probably unfounded.

General Castillo, e¢lvil governor of
Santlago de Cuba, was at Cuevitas at
the time, and spon restored order.

The state department has been inform-
ed through a diplomatic'channel, that
General Otis has appiled the Chinese
exclusion luws to the Philippines. The
Information was o murprise to the au-
thorities here, both state and military,
an the matter has been under consider-
otlon for some {ime and (¢t was not
known that General Otls had put the
exclusion Jaws into foroe,

In this connectlon, the state degart-
ment has recelved an Important letter
from Mr. Willlams, our former consul
at Maniln, who still remains there Ina
confidential capneity. He says the no-
tive Fillplnos are strongly opposed to
Chinese labor and In his opinlon the
excluslon of the Chinese from' the Is-
lands would materlally ald in bringing
the war to & close. He places the Chi-
nese population nt 52,000, which Is con-
alderably more than other estimates
from official sources,

The letter is dated July 26, and
brings the situation up to recent date.
It has been turned over to the war de-
partment to be used In the general con-
slderation of the exclusion question.
The Chinese government has shown
more anxiety na to the course of this
government toward the Chinese In the
FPhillppines than towards those in Cubn
or other parts of the world, mainly be-
cause the Phillppines are 8o nenr China
nnd large numbers of Chinede are nl-
rendy eatablished there.
