As he made this statement, Com-
mandant Culgnet turned to a brother
officer, sitting In the place set apart
for witnesses, and smiled with the seif-
satisfied oir of & man who had made a
distinct score. =

MM, Demange and Labor! immediate-
ly arose, and expressed surprise that
fresh evidence agninst Dreyfus should
be Introduced in this way. M. Laborl
also expressed curjosity respecting
these documents which were being held
back concerning esplonnge, which were
In the p lon of the g 1 weaft,
and he insisted that all these dogu-
ments should be submitted to the court
behind closed doors.

Thae question of the report drawn up
by Commandant Culgnet and Officer
Wattines, dealing exhuustively with the
secret dogsler, was then Introduced, and
General Blllot arose to explain that the
statement was Inexact that he took this
report away with him. "I gave this
report,” he sald, “to M. Cavaignac, the
former minister of war."

“Then,” sald M. Laborif, “lct us have
M. Cavaignue's explunation of what be-
cnme of the report.”

Calonel Jounust called for M. Cavalg-
nae, but the former minister of war
was not in the court room, and an ofli-
cer was sent to scek him,

Meanwhlle the testimony of & couple
of minor witnesses was heard.

The procecdings described In the fore-
golng were exclting, ns ot one Llme,
when General Chanolne and M. Paleo-
logue were brought upon the stage to
explain Commandant Culgnet's state-
ments, there were five witnesses at the
bar, all speaking at once, and Inter-
rupting one another. The testimony
throughout was interspersed with hent-
ed scenes between M. Laberi an. Colo-
nel Jouaust. ]

M. Cavalgnace could mot be found in
the precinets of the Lycee, and it was
decided to hear him to-morrow.

A commissary of the secret police
named Tomps wns called by the de-
fense, His testlmony concluded to-
day's pr lings, The Insary
proved Indirectly o strong witness for
Dreyfus and a corresponding damag-
Ing witness for the general staff.  His
evidence brought out o glaring instance
of duplicity on the part of the stoff
office In suppressing documents which
must weaken its own case, Commis-
sary Tomps was éalled (o the general
staff ofice to investigate a cuse of es-
plonage, and naturally had consollo-
tlens and close relations with officers
of the bureau.

Commiasary Tomps began his  testl-
many by paying o high tribute to Lieut.
ol, Plequart's correct attitude and up-
rightness in the Dreyfus inquiry, while
other officers sought to undermine him
by Insinuntlons. Lieut. Col. Henry,
the witness asserted, tried to Induce
him to attribute to Plequart the com-
munleation of the bordereau to the Mat-
in, In which journal, It will be remem-
bered, the bordereau was frst pub-
lished. Then Commissnry Tompa came
to ‘the most Important portion of his
testimony, which led to a restriction
of his revelations. The witness was
asked If he had ever Investigated the
Paulmler affair, which was as follows:

Paulmier was the valet of Colonel
Schwirzkoppen, the German milltary
nttnche at Paris;, and It was alleged
that he saw on Schwarzhoppen’s denk
documents slgned by Dreyfus.  The
genernl staff had declared that an effort
woull be made to get at the truth of
thin story, but Paulmier disappeared,
and therefore, although the general
stall could not prova the story, It could
not be disproved.

To the question regarding this coss,
Commissary Tompm replied that he had
not Investigated the affalr, whereupon
M. Laborl suggested that M. Hennlen,
subschlef of the polltienl polloe, who
is now In Hennes, superintending  the
precautions for the safety of witnesses,

may have been entrusted with the In-
quiry Into this case,

Colone! Jounust called  to. Hennlen,
who Wwas present In the court room:
weome here and testify.”

M. Hennlon ascended  the platform

and took the oath, He declared ha did
investigate the casy, and actunlly found
Paulmier, who told him there was not
a word of truth In the whole story, He
hind never seen any puper bearlng  the
name of Dreyfus.

AL Luborl Immediately ealled atten-
tion to the fact that the genornl staff
had suppressed M. Hennlen's report in
favor of Dreyfus, and only deciared
thit the report had been reeelved repre-
senting Prulmier as untracenble

Commandant Culgnet and  Captaln
Junek then arose, and Inafsted that only

the teport that Paulmler could not he
tracded hml beon recelved at the ofllee
of the genurnl staff.

M. Hennlen replicd, relterating that

denlal of the whole lto.'?.

‘M. Laborl esked l.“.'nmmxndﬁl Culg-
net and Captain Junck: !rm ‘Ahe report
was that they ' sald had been recetved

by the nneul ‘staff, stating that Paol- |
mier cotld not be found. The offcirs

intérrogated mobuad to admit that
that they were unable to find the re-
port.
This pmunﬂly closed the matter,
The court ndjourned, after deciding
to sit with.closed doors to-morrow Lo
investigate M, Cernuschl's story.

Fifteen Forgeries, the History of
‘Which, Pretty Well Tell the Story

Pifth—Two letters rorstd to strength-
en this document.

Bixth—8ix lettera from the German
emperor to Count Munster concerning
Dreyfus and letters from Dreyfus to
the German emperor,

Seventh—A lettor xigned “Otto” from
n fictitlous personage, deseribing him-
#elf & “German diplomatist,” to Ester-
hasy. This letter Is known as “le faux
Lemercler-Pleard.”

Elghth—Letter attributed to Colonel
Schnelder, military attache to the Aus-
trian embassy In Parls, produced by
the Generals Mercier and Jtoget ot the
court martlal at Rennes as the most
‘concluglve proof of Dreyfus’ gullt

Ninth—Letter known as the “letter
Weyler," dated July, 1568, sent by Le-
hon to Dreyfus at the Ile du Diable,
Between the lines in invisibie ink was
revealed the plot to substitute Ester-
hnxy for Dreyfus. However, this failed
to bring any response from Dreyfuas,
who explained before the court martial
that he did not understund the letter,

Blue" done after Colonel Plequart had

Jeft the war office, and for which he

wus Imprisoned for eleven months,

Eleventh—Letter from Genersl Gonse,
dated January 0, 1804, but written two
years nfter that date, giving an account
of the confession Dreyhm was reported
to have made to Lebrun-Renanlt.

Twelfth—Telegram, slgned “Esper-
anza.” sent by Esterhazy and Mile
Pays to Colonel Plequart; aleo o Jet-
ter gigned with the same nnme, now in
the hands of the wur office.

Thirteenth — Telegram, slgned
“Blanche,” nattributed hy Roget and
Culgnet to Do Paty de Clam.

Fourteenth—Regietered = dpelaration
by General Gonse affirming that AL
Hadamtird . (Dreyfus’' father-in-1nw)

and M. Painlave had declared thelr
bellef In Dreyfus' gulll,

Fifteenth—An nﬂlcle published by
the “Eclnifr”’ and falsely dnted Jan-
unry 0, 1896, whereas it waos written
January 6, 1807, It was moeant to prove
that Plequart knew Esterhngy before
Plequart recelved the “Petit Blue.”
