The national government has taken
the initlal step in the matter of giving
to' Wheeling the locks and dam that
are 1o be a part of the general plan
of slackwater for the upper Ohlo be-
tween Pittsburgh and Marletta, os pro-
vided In the rivers and harbors bill of
the present Congress,

Major W. H. Bixby, the englneer of-
ficer In charge of the improvements, has
advertised for blds from contraclors for
pulting down twenty-two test holes
just below Belluire, in order to ascertain
how good & foundation for the locks
and dam can be had in that vicinity.
He also asks for bids for puiting down
forty such holes north of the suspen=-
slon bridge over the river.in this city.

It was generally, supposed that the
glte of the improvement would be just
below Bellalre, but the fact that test
holes are to be put down above ihe
suspension bridge would appear to In-
dicate that the locatlon may be
changed, Possibly the fall In altitude
of the river Is eo greatl between Wheel-
ing and the dam next above Wheeling
that o navigable stage of water would
not be had in the harbor of Wheeling 1f
the dam were located below Bellalre.
On the other hand, with the dam locat-
od north of the bridge, Its bullding
nhead of the chain of dams that are
contemplated would delay giving alack-
water in Wheellng harbor probably for
goveral years—perhaps for mony years,
and It It is at all feasible to locate the
dam below Bellaire Wheeling people
will hope that site will be selected by
the engineera.
