The Features ofthe Money and Stock

Unrketa.
NEW YORK, 8ept 8.-'-Stocks showed

some evidence of firmness In (he first
hour of the trading and up to the time
of the publication of the bank state*
meat The movement In railroad stocks
was excedlngly narrow and the late sellIhgmovement, though not very pressing,was sufficient to bring the general
level of prices below those of last night
Tennessee Coal confounded the bears
again by scoring an addition*! seven
points, and after reacting Stt, recovered
to within two points of th.e top. ColoradoFuel continued to show close sym-
painy ana wt» up oyer iour puniu uu-for* the late reaction. Add to these a
continued large demand for Manhattan
and sympathetic strength in Metropoll>tan and Brooklyn Transit, and good
gains in International Ppaer, Union Bag
and Paper and Lackawanna, aad the
points of extraordinary strength In the
market are jibout exhausted. The Lon:don exchange was closed .for a house,cleaning, and the recent depression from
that source was lacking. Paris was
looked to for a reflection of foreign senitlment, aad the view there seemed, to be
a cheerful one. In View of the pessimlsItic forecasts that have been heard all'
week regarding the bank statement the
bears had a feeling early in the session
that a poor statement had been more
than discounted and were inclined to
cover. But the statement showed a loss
In cash quite 12,000.000 In excess of the
most unfavorable previous estimates.

BrrmdMtuflto and Provisions.
CHICAGO.The verdict In the Dreyfuscase and consequent excitement In

Paris saved wheat from a decline to-
day, the market closing unchanged for
September and only a shade lower for
December. Domestic and European
statistics tended toward lower prices
early In the day. Corn continued to
decline and closed Kc lower. Oats
declined He for September and unchangedfor December. Provisions closedabout 2*4c lower.
Wheat opened weak at a decline of

about ?4@fcc for December and September.Receipts of wheat in the northwestwere much heavier than a week
ago and Liverpool was lower. The
general trend of the market has been
downward for several days and this
sort of news easily put the balance of
trading on the selling side. The sell-
lne nressure at no time was heavy, but
the demand was bo light that 'prices'
declined steadily, weakness being ea-

pedally marked in the deferred futures.
The market soon got under puts, and at
that point became steady under fair
buying against those privileges, but did
not show signs of any reaction until
late In the session, when the report of
the verdict In the Dreyfus case was
posted and fears of excitement in Paris
caused some covering by shorts. The
buying, however, was only sufficient to
bring prices back to about yesterday's
closing point. The market was affected
In a bearish way by the increase of
150,000 bushels in the European visible
for August, compared With a decrease
la*t year of 7,800,000 bushels. The blpj
Russian stocks, 8,890,000 bushels, also
came as a surprise to the traders, and
were responsible for some liquidation.
Elevator people continued to buy, and
this kept prices close to yesterday's
closing point. Northwest receipts were
916 cars, against 638 last week, and 1,129
a year ago. Chicago receipts were 189
cars, nine of which were of contract [
grade. Total primary receipts were

1,183,000'bushels, compared with 1,254,000
bushels a yenr ago. New York re-

ported a fair export demand, with
about thirty loads engaged. Toward
the close the market was practically at
a standstill. Bearish statistics were

expected Monday and with this belief,
traders were disinclined to do much,
December opened %(?%c lower at 71@
71%c. It declined to 70%©70?4c. and
rallied to 7l%c, where it dosed. Septembersold as high as 70%@70%c, and
closed unchanged at TOftc.
Corn was dull and heavy. General

commission house liquidation was the
feature, and prices declined about >4c
all around. The market got to both
dally and weekly puts, and had some

support on that account. The breaking
of the drought, and continued large
receipts were the factors. Receipts
were 8.15 cars. December ranged from
28%@28%c, and closed '4c lower at 28%c.
Oats wore fairly active and Irregular.

Early In the session there was a mark-
