spare. General Holllngsworth. however,declined to withdraw, and In addl-
tlon It was brought out that the countycould not be delivered In Its entiretyto Weems, there being many In
the delegation whose second choice
was GUI. Also, it was discovered that
Belmont could not be swung over to

Helllngsworth for the same reason.

Soiany GUI second cholcers When this
was ascertained, Mr. Weems and his
friends, who were in conference at the
time the afternoon session of the conventionwas called to order, came to the

I by prolonging the content.Gill's nomination,they saw. was Inevitable
sooner or later, and out of considerationfor their supporters, who were sacrificingvaluable time in attending the
convention, it was decided that Mr.

From this stage of the game until thi

230th ballot, no change occurred.
In the summing up of the vote of thi

290th ballot It was discovered that th<
one Mansfield delegate had taken quar
ters in the Gill camp. To say tha
this created an outburst of cheer
from the GUI rooters In the gallery ex

presses It mildly. They were, how
ever, soon quieted, and balloting agaii
renewed. No change occurred untl
the 298th baJot. after which Dr. S. D
McGavran moved for adjournment
which was promptly seconded, ant
carrlcd by a large majority. The con
ventlone adjourned, to meet at 1 o'clock
central standard time.
After the morning session everybod:

" Hon. J. J. Gill, of Stcubcnvlllc, Is In

,(j his flfty-necnnd year. He was born in

u, Ml. Pleasant of Quaker parents. On"
-i" of his ancestors nearly a century ago
re operated the first sITk mill In the
n United Stales nt Mt. Pleasant. He ro>fcclved a liberal educatlun and gradu-

ated from Ann Arbor Law School. He
came to Steubenvllle and was admitted
to the bar September 29, 18M, and practicedfor several year*. In 1872 he organisedthe National Exchange Bank,
to-day one of the leading banking institution*of this valley. He is one of
the directors of the Steubenvllle NationalBank, the pioneer financial Institutionof Steubenvllle.
A quarter of a century ago QUI Bros.,

of which Arm he is a member, pur-
chased the Acme Agricultural Works,
which were converted into a chimney
factory, and to-day it is four times as
large as when started, and employs 700
hands, most of them skilled workmen.
The Acme chimney has a high standard
of value In th>« market. Mr. Gill has
mastered all the details of the glass
business, and some years ago he patentedthe Gill glass furnace, which Is
in general use. He received 13.000 roy-
ally for each one. He nas stood betweenhis men and the trust with Its
machine. He Is the largest indlv'dual
employer of labor In the district. He
has never paid less tnan $1.50 a day
for common labor, and never had any
trouble with his men, nor made a re-
duction of waves in twenty-five years.
He has been in sympathy with trades
unions for twenty-five years, and has
made himself as populur as the ablest
of labor leaders. ,
He was until recently-three-fourths

owner of the Newport Mining Company.
This mine run while till other iron
mines were idle, due to a strike, anl
the Michigan militia had to be called
out to quell trouble. He wus the first
mine owner to Increase ore miners'
wages after McKlnley's election. His
gift of a hospital to the King's Daugh-
ters and contributions to distressed
worklogmen have stamped him us phi-
lanthroplc and charitable. He founded
the Ohio Valley Clay Works at Steu-
h*»nfltlf>. (
He la proprietor of the Herald-Star,

the Republican organ of Jefferson
county. He Is a stalwart Republican,
a strong administration man, Is acquaintedwith all the party leaders in
Ohio, and has always contributed lib-
erally to campaign funds.
He is a thorough man of affairs, of

wide experience in business and other-
wise, und Is thoroughly equipped to
represent this district with distinction.
He Is a man of superior scholarship,
and is also a man of great versatility.
He took up yachting as a pastime, and
Is rated ns one of the best on the lakes,
He has a reputation as a marksman nt
rilie ranges. His time In later years
hns been absorbed by varied business
Interests.

Early In the afternoon
the news of Mr. GUI's'nomination at
Martin's Ferry reached the city, and
all the merchants along Market street
immediately began decorating their
buildings, and In a few hours everythingwas in readiness for the receptionof Jefferson county's nominee for
Congress. As soon as word of the nominationwas received a telegram was
sent to Mr. Gill, asking him and his
party to delay the homeward Journey
until the 6 o'clock Cleveland & Pittsburghtrain, which request was granto.«'Phi« ivis rinni* in ordar to tret ar-

rangements perfected at this end of the
line.
When the train pulled Into the stationfully 10,000 people had congregated

to witness the hotm-coming of Jefterscn
county's pride. Th* streets were crowdedfrom Fourth street to the station,
and for fully an hour all travel was suspended.
A carriage, neatly decorated, and

drawn by four handsome white steeds,
conveycd Mr. Gill up Market street to
Fourth, and north on Fourth to his
residence, headed by the Acm» band.
and followed by the Bueclie band nn 1
thousands of admirers. The entire
force of the Acme glass work? were in
line, together with the merchants A»i
along the line of march fireworks were

displayed in abundance. For fully
twenty minutes every whistle and bell
in the city pealed forth their melody.
