Canada. Southern root Is quoted at §1
a pound less than northern root. It
takss four pounds of green root dug In
the spring to make one of dry. In the
fall it takes only three pounds of green
for one of dry. Only dry root s ex-
ported. ‘The nvernge muature ginseng
plant Is ten inches high and the average
root welghs an ounce. Stocks four feet
high have been found and roots welgh-
ing thirty ounces have been dug, but
they are very rare. One pdeullarity
about ginseng Is that many of tha roota
aroc forked and resemble in form the
human body with epurs for arms and
Jegn. Such roots, If they are extremely
old, bring thelr welght In gold in China
The Chinese belleve that the root of a
plant that thus expands Into the human
form In dark forests and thickets must
be Intended to mileviate the sufferings
of the human race.

In color the ginseng root resembles
the garden parsnip, It has n pleasant,
aromatic taste, Nearly every digger
chews It and regards It as a speeific for
stomash troubles,at the same time pok-
ing fun at the Chinaman who glves up
good money for It Ginseng |s a plant
of slow growth and long lived. Ewvery
fall the dying stalk leaves o wrinkle
that is a8 plain os the rings by which
the age of a tree Is told, and old diggers
gay that they frequentiy find roots fifty
years oid.

The process of preparing the roots for
market is simple. The digger washes
them in apring waler lo remove the
earth and dries them In the sun, When
cured he carrles them to the country
store and trades them for cash or goods,
All over the ginseng country buyers are
many and competition #o lively that the
digger gets a good price. The country
dealers ship the roots to the city dealer
for whom he buys in bugs or barrels,
One firm in Lexington, Ky., handled
$60,000 worth of ginseng last season, and
one shif by express from a Ken-

reglon 1n Xentucky and Te
There the women and chlidren join the
men in the hunt for the root, which for
ghort Is called “sang.'” Every store-
keeper In the backwoods of the Cum-
berland Highlands buys ginseng, and |t
readily passes for currency. In that
region & queer superstition prevalls
among the diggers. They bellove that
it the loulﬁg of o patch of ginseng
found at pightfall too late to be dug ls
marked by & blase on o tree, on In any
other way, the ginseng will disappear
before the mext morning.

For many years western Pennsylva-
nla was s paradise for diggers, many
of whom cama from miles away to dig
the root eyery season. In 1850 a party
of four ginmeag diggers found 110,000
worth of toots In one county In north-
western Pemnayivania. They discover-
o & mountaln stream that ran back
Into o dense bandwood forest. Both
sides of: the mully were coverod with
ginmeng and they kept the secrot 5o woll
that they seemred about all of tha
patch, Many other big patchen were
found In that reglon. but few exint now,
though seversl thousand pounds of
roots are dug $wery season. Every acre
of the woods has been tramped over
many. times.
