was placed some twenty feet to the
right of its predecessor, yet directly
over the line of intrenchments. Accuracyof range and rapidity of Are made
short work of the .artillery's preliminaryassault, and then came the real
work of the day for the mud splashed
boys of the line. In a storm of metal
from the enemy's t&nches, which even
the artillery's splendid execution could
not abate, these fellows advanced,
platoon at a time, with a will and
steadiness which seemed wonderful.
These natives loop hole their trenches
with railroad Iron, so that even the best
placed shells fall to make an Impression,but no defense was evfer constructedIn the Philippines which has withstooda spirited infantry assault.

It tukes you out
of the wilderness for a few minutes and
it gives a fellow u chance to dispel the
black spcits before his eyes by bathing
his temples. Up the slippery bank the
wavering line goes and into a mile of
rice paddy beyond. How scalding hoi
the surface water seems after youi
Splosh in the creek! Yet men drink It
and go on. More Jjlack spots swim beforeyou and you fcmiehide1 thai you can
never reach the fringe of bamboo in the
distance. Hut It Itf either keep up or die
In the scalding water untl. the overworkedhospital corps reaches yotf, so

you choose the leaser evil and plow ort.
At 2 o'clock in the afternoon, twelve
hours after you have tasted anything
to eat, the bugle sounds "nan.
Nobody comes urounu to toll you to

"fall out." You simply splash down In
the nearest rice rldgi* and tr.% to get
ri.i of those annoying black spots.

fast as the mini v. Ill lot you, and you
hurst through tin* little yurds surround-
Inir it line of nlpa mil* Into th<- main
utrwt of Calulut. Scurrying flaunt*
In <4ilte ntnl liluo ami red dodge on
oilcan. You fire at them deliberately
and ult dow n in the road t«» \v:ilt for or-
<!or*. covertly hoping that ill the ofli«orwIn general_liavc gotten lost point-
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where so they can't order you to <lo
something else. If the mothers of these
boys were here at the end of this first
dflv'H march and would endeavor to
claim their property It would be more
of a guessing contest than anything
elae.

All sort* of beards have sprouted
since the states became a memory, and
there Isn't enough clothes in the whole
regiment to make a good-slxed patch
work quilt. The sharp-bladed cane hus
slashed faces and hands lib that the
coating of mud has bwn tinged -with
red; eyes arc bloodshot, .^nd. hair ,Ja
inntted.
But through it all comes the sunshineof good nature, which laughs at

hardships and takes no thought of the
morrow. The long period of waiting for
the stalled ration carta to arrive la occupiedby getting the sharp sand from
shoes and recounting thu dayXexperi-:
ence while the scanty clothing Is drying
nrmin-l n rrimkinir hambmi tire.
A third of the command la shoeless.

Some lout theirs In the mud, In other
case® the srToes were thrown away becausethe grinding sand with which
they were constantly fllllng. made their
touch unbearable. Every march, thank
goodness. Is not like this. Imagination
could not convey even a faint ImpressIonof the condition of these low-lands
during a rainy season. The Cuban men

frankly Btnted that nothing like It existedover there and the Iowa boys say
that all their campaigning wns a picniccompared to this. Nothing worse
could possibly exist. Th6 regiment lost
two killed and fourteen wounded In the
first twenty minutes of action, but over
n fifth of the remainder fell from pure
exhaustion after the worst of the tight-
Ing was over. In spite of it all, the
troops nre far* better satisfied In the
field than to be continually facing the
enemy who entrench as close as they
dnre and worry the entire line by continuallypeppering the outposts with
lead.

There's a Fascination.
There Is a fascination In this life

afield. It Is full of surprises and un

certaintiesand exciting enough to suit
the moist exacting. The fellow who
would have possessed a guilty consciencewere he to go from the office to
his dinner without an overcoat, or neglectto change his shoes after getting
wet. now stretches out on a bamboo
door or any convenient surfuce, with
not enough dry clothing or shoe leather
on him to make a good sized gun wad.
Homely sanitary rules are forgotten
precepts to him.he couldn't obey them
if he would.
A free and easy spirit pervades everythingduring the restful hours when

Tito young West Pointer has
long since forgotten what sized linen

Hardest Fight «»t'tl»e ^'nr.
The only apparent result of advancing;the lines eight or ten miles further

northward from Manila has been to
place several more wealthy Insurrecto
strongholds unde»* the. protecting wing
of t'nele Sam. True, the rebel stands
more punishment than he formerly did
and his aim is truer, but the story from
San Fernando to Angeles repeats the
history of earlier advances and foretells
the eharaeter of what Is to follow from
Angeles to Dngupan.
