"My Fellow Citizens:.It gives me

very great pleasure to participate with
you, men of the north and men of the
south, In this glad reunion of hearts.
We are already unified; the peace which
Grant and Lee made at Appomattox
has been kept, not by law nor restraint,
but by love and fraternal regard. Tlv\
Union to-day rests not on force, which
may fail, but rests in the. hearts of the
people, a Union that can^never be severed.
"If I have been permitted In the

slightest degree to help: iff the work cf
work of reconciliation ah& unification, J

will esteem It the greatest honor of my
lire. When I made the call for troops
to prosecute the Spanish war, men from
the north and the south, without regard
to political belief or religious creed ralliedto the standard of the Union. The
best men of the south came; the sons

of old Confederate soldiers. The best
men of the north came; the sons of the
old merribers of the GraiftL*Army of the
Republic. All came together In heart
and hand to follow the flog of their
ronmrv. '.vhorevor It mitrht lead. Wo
have been reconciled; more than reconciled,for our reconciliation has been
baptised In the best blood of both sectionsof our beloved country.

one, and not become a divided country.
The valor that inspired the men of
the north and of the south is a commonheritage of pride to all the land.
People sometimes deplore war, and
speak of peace conferences as if they
could blot out of the soul of man all
love of gallantry.all udmlratlon for
heroic deeds.
"You may declare and resolve to the

end of the world, my friends, but longestand last In the admiration of the
human soul will live deeds of herolbin
and gallantry done in noble causes for
the benefit of the world, noble causes
and mankind and God. And so it is

fitting that those who followed the
cause that they'believed in according
to their hearts' devotion and their
minds' direction should be accorded
the glory that is Justly theirs.
"And may no time 'ever come when

the flag of our country is assailed,
when our honor Is Imperiled or at stake
that any man shall sit down to count
the coMt of its defense or stop to think
whether h«« Incurs risk or danger.
Where the honor of the nation, the
glory of the flag and its supremacy are
in question no honest patriot, nothing
but a coward, would stop to usk what
it would cost to save it."
