CONSPIRACY TRIALS,

Government Rests—Ingham Tells his
Story of the Affair.

PHILADBELPHIA, Pa., Oct. 12—In
the trinl of ex-United States Tistrict
Attorney Ellery P. Ingham, and his lnw
partner und former assistant, Harvey
K. Newltt, on the charge of congplracy
and bribing o secret service operative,
the government to-day rested its case.

Fhortly before adjournment Mr, Ing-
ham was placed op the stand and pro-
ceaded to tell his story. He sald he
was born In Bradford county, Pa., about
43 years ago. After briefly skelching
hin career, he reached the point of his
first meeting with Willlam L. Kendlg.
He sdld that on February 2 of the pres-
ent year Kendig appeared at his law
office and asked him It he was former-
Iy United States district attorney. On
recelving un affirmative answer, Ken-
dig, according to Ingham, snld he came
to, get some advice on a very Important
matter.

“He placed o $10 note on my desk.”
continued Mr. Ingham, “and after-
wards added $60 to that. He sald that
he .came in the Interest of himself and
and Wiliam M. Jacobs, who wun the
lurgest clgar manufacturer In Lancas-
ter. Kendlg then went on to siate that
some of thelr creditors. had mnde
charges ngalnst them, one of which was
thut Jucobs had made falne returns to
the government of the tobacco leaf pur:
chi from farmers.

“Kendlg sald he did not care to go
into detalls just then but would pro-
bably do o later. He sald that he and
Jacobs were the victims of n congplracy
and he wanted to know if Lheir plant
wans lable to selzure as the result of the
charges, which he declared were nbso-
lutely false,

“1 asked Kendig what his business
was worth and how much money would
be involved In case the factory was
closed. He sald about $300,000, nnd I
then plnced my fee at $600,  Part of
this he pald In money and promised to
pend me o check for the remalnder

Ar. Ingham sald he suggested that
Kendig bring Jacobe down to see him
and the pulr came to his office on Feb-
ruary 1L
