Canses n Benaation at the Conference
of the Antl-Expansfonists.

CHICAGO, ©Oect. 1E=Durlng Rev.
Bigelow's speech at the antl-expansion
conference, to-dny, o sensailon wons
enuysed by a stylishly dressed woman,
who arose In the audlence and extend-
Ing her gloved hand townrd the Ameri-
onp flng which hung suspended over the
speaker, exclaimad:

“1 saw in the last campaign corpora-
tions contributing large sums of money
to campalgn funds,” sald the speaker,
“and was instrumental In having a Inw
passed in our state making it a penal
offenwe (o contribute moneay (o n came-
pilgn fund; Tennessee pagsed a aimilar
lnw and such n law ought to prevail in
every sinte in the union. The charter
of no corporation authorizes it to enter
Into politice. yet the Republican cam-
palgn fund Is ralsed by  corporations’
conttibutions. ‘The corporations pur-
chnee the right of immunity from He-
publican attorney generala. If you ask
me why the Republican party does not
destroy trusts the anawer (s ‘remember
now thy Creator.'
