Patience is sometimes required in this
bass fshing. Half an hour passed be-
fore the line began to twilch and quiver
and run out in the way pecullir to the
blting of the blg fish, whith'nibbles lke
small fry, Ten or twelve feet had
slipped, awny before he struck. Then
the angler cried “‘cast offt" to the bont-
man, and the viclous hissing of line
throngh the water told the story. The
rush was o violent ‘that the moment
the bIg brake was put on the reel the
heavy loat wHirled around as on a
plvot. They went rushing away, stern
first, after one of the wildest of the sen
horses. =

The fish made its first_run directly
ou tto sea, taking 809 feet gi line before
it could be stopped. The Mexlcan boat-
man was backing water all the time, &
necessary move, as without it the basa
would have taken all the line; when the
boat is forced in thesame directlor as
the fish the angler ean usually stop the
fish when It hos taken 600 feet of line,
after which it will tow the boat. While
It 'was perfectly enlm in the lee of the
1sland, beyond the point it was blowlng.
hard and white caps covered the sur-
face; it was in this directjon that the
finh rushed, Mr. Manning fought the
fish hard, endeavoring to gtop it, ceel-
ing In when an opportunity, qifered, but
invariably losing the line gained when
the fish surged down and made a fine
burst of speed. In a short time it had
towed the boat Inte the rougn water,
and there being no way of turning, the
sca began to brenk over the stern, Now
the flsh clrcled about the boat, ever
surging down, and at the end of an
hour and u quarter Mr. Mannlng found
himsclf three miles from shore, with not
ten feet gained; In faei, the flsh hod
gained 200 feet and 300 fect of tho line
was out. It was evident us o wave
swepl over the boat thot .should the
fish pull horder than usual on the line
at a time the rall wae near the waler
the craft would fill.
