on tbe Upper Laird river, and along

I route In the far northwest of Canada
I Some time ago two Frenchmeh named

I Florent and Collins set out .upon tbe
I Ermonton trail, and were never beard
I from again by tbelr friends until a clew

I was furnished by tbe Indians selling s

H quantity of furs which tbelr friend;

I recognised. as having belonged to the

I missing men. Information was subseI
questly obtained from other Indians

I that the victims had been shot in theli
I cabin and their bodies dropped througb
I a bole In tbe Ice.

I A prospector named Charles Ifunroe,
who went up Into this country, and

I never returned, 1s firmly believed by hl<
M friends to have been murdered by InIdlans. Last winter during Christmas
I week twe Indians reported that a boy
I had fallen through the Ice and had been

I drowned. Later tbe body was found
I with the mark ot an ax on tho head.

Five young women belonging to a

I family who had gone up the Laird
I river to trap were murdered by Indians,
I and, strange to say, the inquiry Into
I the case, which was Instituted by the
I authorities was allowed to drop when

h ~-.rm-i thnt tho vnunv women bad
been done away with because a jealous
Indian woman had proclaimed them to

be witches.
As a matter of fact, some of the distantIndian agents appear afraid ol

taking any judicial action to prevent 01

punish crime In their respective districtswhancyer such aotlon would constitutean Interference with the abBurdbelief and superstitions of the Indians.A recent result of this policy
has been tlie simple imprisonment ol
one Indian murdered for two month!
and the acquittal of another because ol
the inexorable law of the Wood Creei
.the Instant killing of so-called wehtlkos.
The story of the killing is an Inter

esting example of one of the deeprootedbeliefs and superstitions of thest
unfortunate people, and, better than c

whole volume, shows up the devil worshipand sorcery of the Crees. ftapayBoosis,one of the accused, tells the fol>
lowing story of the crime:
"Last winter, a band of us, thlrty-tw<

in nuiriber, counting women and children,were living at the Bald Hills, som<

seventy-live miles west of the Lessei
Slave lake. We lived In two shack!
and two tepees. Entoomlnahoo, oui

chief, along with Kunuksoos and myselfand our families, lived in on<

shack. Moostoos and his family, witt
some others, lived In the other shack
and the other Indians In the two te
pees. We were all on the best of termi
with one another, and Moostoos was es

pecially liked by us.
"Some months before he was killed

Moostoos told several of us that hi
was afraid an evil spirit was gettini
the better of him, and that he woul<
turn wehitjko or cannibal, adding: "I
T Avar trn tvrnnfr von hnrl hpttor kill me

as I do not wish to destroy my child
ren."
"The time passed on, however, nntl

about March 23. At that time sonv
sickness was attacking the Indians, am
two of them, Napaysls and the llttl«
old man, were being treated by En
tominahoo in his own shack, whlcl
might be called the hospital, as all th
sick were taken there to be doctored
Entomlnahoo was chief medicine mar
The third day before he was kllle<
Moostoos also went there to Join In th
medicine making and sorceries, whlcl
were being practiced with a view t
curing the sick man.

"During the last day and night I sav
Moostoos was not looking as usual. HI
eyes were rolling and glittering and h
seemed afraid to look any one in th'
face, muttering to himself all the time
On one occasion he said: 'I look upoi
these children as young moose, am
long to eat them.'
"I was absent from the shack part o

the day, and when I returned towari
evening Moostoos looked wilder am
more dangerous than ever, and It wa
clear to all present that he was be
coming a wehtiko. Ordinary Incanta
tlons were tried, but without result
and as a lost resort the medicine lodg
was erected In the shack and the whol
skill and power of all of our sorcerle
was enlisted In the attempt to brim
Moostoos back to reason.
"It wns certain from his nppcarancc

words and actions that he had no bod
lly complaint, but that he was posses
ed with a devil.
"Our usual ceromonles were begur

The singing of medicine songs drum
mlng and dancing were carried on fron
sundown until about midnight, and a
Moostoos was lying covered with tw
blankets comparatively quiet, the med
Iclne seemed to have a good effect.
"There were In the house at that tlm

Entomlnahoo and his wife, Ellxa, th
wife of Redhcnd, Felix's wife. Red
head, Kunuksoos and his wlfo, Napay
sis and the 'little old man.' These las
were lying sick. All but the sick mei
and Kunuksoos, who was taking ear
of them, were grouped around Moos
toos, striving by medicine songs am
othor means at our command to drivi
the evil spirit out of him. Entomlna
hoo, our chief doctor, wns Inside th
medicine circle with his wand, and us
ing all his science and skill.
"Suddenly Moostoos called out: 'Thl

night you will die,' and commence)
twitching his limbs and rolling hi
eyes. Two of us, Chuckachuck am
myself, went and sat on each side o
hm at his shoulders, prepared to hoi
him If he became violent, while the tw
young women, Elian and Follx's wlfr
&t at his feet. Redhead, sick will

fright, left the shack, Moostoos boluthrowing hi* arms about and tried
-to get up, saying again: If I get up I
win kill you all to-n)rht!| Then four
of us laid hold, of hli leg* and arms
and held him down, while Entorafnaboo
continued hi* medicine, using the roost
powerful songs and'Incantations at his
command. Moostoos now became un,manageable, flung us off, roserto bis
feet and sprang Into the all1, exclaiming:'I will kill you allfI will not leave
one alive!'
"Fear, Intense, blind fear, took hold

, of us; we Jumped up, and,. In spite of
his gigantic struggles, we managed to

put him down and cover him' with
blankets. Entlnamahoo left bis medicinelodge, and sat down close to Moostoos.saying: 'It's no use; I can do no

more; do your best to hold him.'
i "Moostoos straggled fearfully, throw,lag his head about and' grinding his

teeth, and twice he tried to. bite me,

tearing my coat. At that time I was

holding his right arm, Chuckachuck Ms
left, while the two women held his feet
I coveted his face after he tried to bite

' me. The noise of the drumming and
singing had been going on all tlie
time.

'

."By this time we were crmsy with
fear, and what followed is like a dream.
Elisa sprang to her feet holding in her
right hand a medicine belt and In her
.left an ax. Her hair was flying loose
and shs was dancing anc) singing. All
of a sudden she ran around and struck
Moostoos over the face and breast with
this medicine belt several times. I cannotsay if she struck him with the ax,
as my head was bent down, but I saw
blood outside the blanket after she had
thrashed him, and I only knew of two
other cuts on the head, while the policemanfound tiiree. She then handed
the ax to Chuckachuck and said, 'Here,
brother-in-law.*
"Chuckachuck struck him with the ax

and spilt his skull. That blow killed
Moostoos. Chuckachuck then handed
me the ax and knife, which I refused at
first, till Chuckachukc called me a coward,and said I wanted thein all killed.
I then drove the knife into his belly
and stuck the ax Into his body oyer

the heart, leaving both weapons in the
wounds. Moostoos breathed little after
he got the flrst blow, but he had stopped
breathing before I struck him.
"All that night we sat around the

body till daylight by. th<* light of. the
flrev We expected him to rise from
the dead, and we wanted to kill him
again if he tried to get up."
Being asked what he thought was the

matter with Moostoos, Naypaysoosls
replied: "He was a Wehtlko, and I
know he had a lump of ice in his body
causing the malady. Why, we made
strong tea, and poured It boiling hot
Into the .ax hole In the breast to thaw
that ice, but tirst Payoo and I drove
a stake into that hole and through the
body into the ground; then we pulled
out the stake and poured in the hot
tea
"After that, toward morning. Entominahoo'swife and I tied his legs with

chains to two pickets driven Into the
ground, so. that if he came to life again
he could not get up and run after us.

And last of all, next day I cut oft his
head with an ax and to make sure that {

1 he was dead, and In order that, even if
r he got up,, he could not eat uh. Then

we left him in the shack, tied tup the
*

door and left the place."
1 Being requested to say what he

meant by a Wehtlko, the prisoner ex"plained that It was a person, man or
3 woman, into whose body enters a most
' malignant evil spirit, which incites him

or her to kill and eat his or her fellow
men or women. A Wehtlko Is possessed

B of superhuman strength and'cunning,
* and the only thing that saves the In3dlans is that it generally warns them
f beforehand of its coming state. He
'' added that It has always been the Indiancustom to kill these people; that

being their only means of protecting
themselves from their violence.
