Increased wages and the employment

of more workmen have caused to spring
ap In manufacturing districts spirited
competition for bank deposits. Bankingexperts claim that the decrease In

wage'earners. In the Iron and steel districts.for example. It is claimed that
workmen are earning on an average $5
a week more than they were a year ago.
and (hat there are at least 30 per cent
more men on the pay rolls. As all
branches of business arc thriving, it Is
only natural to suppose that manufacturingconcerns of every character are

paying out proportionately as much
money as Pittsburgh and other iron and
steel cities.
Banks that are located In manufacturingdistricts are well enough acquaintedwith the habits of the majority

of workmen to know that a vast sum of
money disbursed by Industries never
finds its way back to the banks until necessitycompels the wage earners to
spend It

It is estimated that at least $75,000,000
in the aggregate has been withdrawn
from circulation in this way during the
past year, which, if released, would go a
long way toward relieving the money
situation.
As sin evidence of this desire on the

part of the banks to secure the surplus
money of the worklngman. the followingextracts from a pamphlet circulated
by a bank In a thriving Iron town in
Pennsylvania are given:
Nine times out of ten the women are

the money savers of the family. Men
zneejx well enough. They know the value
of having money in the bank, but they
haven't the knack of saving It. Every
woman ought to have a bank account.
No matter, how prosperous the family is
thtr« will rnmo n llmo mmp rl.iv vhi>n

ready money will be almost a necessity,
and even If there is no sickness or other
trouble there is an old age to look out
for. Deposits of $1 and upward are
received and It Is amazing how they
grow when regularly made.
Life at best Is an uncertain thing.

Sickness and troubles come when least
expected; accidents that render the wjg<»
earner unfit for service happen at the
most inconvenient times; work becomes
scarce just when It ought to be plentiful.
"Other pamphlets from different

banks," says the Commercial, "are In
the same strain. As they are all designedto interest wage earners, It is
evident that the banks are alive to the
importance of small accounts. Bankersin this city say that soliciting bank
accounts from wage earners in this
way is a distinctly new departure, and
that if the movement becomes general
It will certainly prove a relief to the
money situation."

with his money. In former flush times
in Wheeling the saloon was the unfailingbarometer of Industrial prosperity.
It is not so now. Any saloon-keeper
wlU tell you this Is true. This Is encouragingin a moral sense if it is an
indication that the wage-earner is increasingthe store of the pantry and
spending more for raiment, and less
over the bar. The situation is anomalousand full of contradictions, however.The dry goods stores are said to
be reaping a richer harvest these times
than any other class of business, and It
is claimed that the women arc better
dressed to-day than they ever have

judging from the standard of apparel.
