He remulaed in that condition until
s death. Mr, Hobart's death was due
directly to anging pectoris, complicating
myocardits.

Garret Augustus Hobarl, vice presi-
dent of the United States, died at his
home In Paterson, New Jersey, nt $:30
o'clock this morning. In him the na-
tlon has lost one of It's most ustrious
cltizens and one of {ts mast falthful
servants, His participation in  the
business life and the Inw-making of
g native state wis marked by un-
swerving fidelity and by a high order
of talents and attoinments; and his too
briet career ns viee prenldent of the
United Stutes nnd preaident of the sen-
ate exhiblted the loftiestqualltiesof up-
right and sagaclous statesmanship. In
the world of affalrs he had few equals

in aries. Hin private
character was gentle and noble. He
will long be mourned by his friends as a
man of singular purity und attractive-
ness, whose sweetness of  disposition
won nll hearts, while his elevated pur-
poses, his unbending Integrity and
whole-hearted devotion to the public
good deserved nnd acguired universal
respect and esteem,

In sorrowlng testimony of the lons
which has {nllen upon the country, I
direct that on the day of the funeral
the executive offices of the United
Htates shall be cloped and all posts and
stitlons of the nrmy and navy shall
display the national flag at half-mast
and that the representatives of the
Unlted Htates In forelgn countries shall
pay appropriate tributs to the (llus-
trious dead for & period of thirty days.

resentative of the United Brates, More-
over, it is not lkely that President Kru-
ger will be there long, 1f we did ask
any other power to act in behalf of
Great Britaln It would probably be
Portugal."

LONDON, Nov. 2L—Late last’ tven-
ing the war office made public two dis-
patches from General Buller at Cape
Town: The first had been received
from General Clery, dated Monday,
November 20, and announced that three
privates were woundéd the previous
day at Mool river. The second was
from Colgnel Baden, Powsll, dated ‘at
Mafeking, November 6, saylng:

“All weil here. We have had o few
successful sortles. Our loss 15 twi oM-
cers and seventeen men killed and four
officers and twenty-nine men wounded.
The enemy’s loas Is heavy. His num-
bers are Jdecreasing, but his guns re-
main and rhell us, keeping out of the
range of our small guns. Have had no
noews from the outslde since October
20,

Quiet at Durban.

DURBAN, Nov. 21.—The government
has recelved the following advices from
Col. Royston, commandant of the volun.
teers nt Ladysmith, under dats of No-
vember 16:

“All the volunteers and police are well
and there are plentiful supplies for man
and horse, All was qulet yesterday
{Wednesday) and the same conditlon
exists this morning. There has Dbeen
no further bombardment, and the ef-
fects hitherto have been trifilng.  We
are anxlous for news from the south.”

English Repnlsed,

PRETORIA, Nov, 21, vin Laourenzo
Marques—Monday's report from  Gen,
Joubert's headquarters, which was pre-
sented ot the Transvaal council of war
to-day, says:

MANILA, Nav. f1, 6:06 p. m—The
whereabouls of Generals Lawton and
Young I8 bécoming ns mysterious as
Aguinaldo’s.

“government” and Is pursulng the
ministers into the Binguet mountains.
1t has been his ambition Lo capture the
Fllipino leaders, and he and General
Young belleve that a cavalry hrigade,
living on the country, could run them
down to any part of the lsland. One
vagué report brought by Spanish pris-
oners M that Agulonldo and others
were nearly surrounded by Amerlcans

peasant’s clothes.

OMeers pnd soldiers arriving at Ca-
banatuan from General Lawton's foree,
desoribe the cumpalgn as oné of the
groat hardships,  Many men dropping
ont  slek were left at varlous  Lowns
without adequate supplies and attend-
apce, some of them making thelr way
back actoss the terrlble ronds. A
number of horses were dying and many
of the soldiers and even some of the
officers were marching on, hall naked,
thelr clothes having been torn to pleces
in gelting through the jungles. Bome
of them were reduced almost to breech
clouts and hundreds were barefooted,
thelr phogs belng worn out and all wire
Hving on any sort of provislons, Bread
wis rare and ecarnbos meat and bana-
nas were the staples. General Lawton
foresaw that the campalgn would in-
volve such har but he Iderad
It the guickest and cheapest way of
ending the war.
