Heferring (o the basls and conditions
of nettlement after the war, Mr. Cham-
berlnin sald:

T do not like to divide the skin b
fore T have cuught the bear, but T mus
inslat that the Boers, by their own nc-
tion, have created a clean sheet, upon
which we can write what we please and
1 feel convinced that our loyal fellow
subjects in Cape Colony mnd Natal
would regard no solution as durable
which dld not provide beyond the shad-
ow of u doubt for the supremacy of the
British flag—the only guarantee of
gottled peace and the only security for
the just treatment of il the races of
South Afriea.

THE GREATEST  SUFFERER.

Other Heavy Lossss—Nearly & Block
of Business Houses En-
tirely Destroyed.

PHILADELPHIA, Nov. 29.—Nuarly
$2,000,000 worth of property wns de-
stroyed by two fires In the heart of the
business section of ihe city eardy fo- |
day. The greater of the two fires start-
ed in'the big department stors of Part-
ridge & Richardson, at the southeast
corner of Eighth and Fllbert strests,
the very center of the shopping dlstrict,
at 6:30 &. m,, and before the fames had
been put under copirol they spread 10
adjolning property and caused a Joss of
$1.700,000. 'While this fire was 1o pro-
gress and spreading every , an-
othér fire broke out four blocks away,
on the fourth floor of No. 419 Market
Btrest. The loss at this fire I5 estimated
at $110,000. The dosses of the two fires
are more than covered by insurance,

The Eighth stret fire was a very ugly
one for the firemen to handle, Elghth
street and Filbert street are very npar-
row thoroughfares. Thers was a strong
wind blowing at the time, and the fire
fighters had great difficulty in provent-
{ng tii flames from getting o good hold
on the bulldiongs on the obposita slde of
these streets. As it was, many of the
siructures and thelr contents were bad-
iy scorched and damaged by water, It
took four hours to get the flames under
control. .

Lit Brothers' large department store,
which adjoins the Lippineott building,
and which Is valued with its contents
at over $1,000,000, was saved, bul only
after the contents of one corner of the
bulliding had been damaged. Straw-
bridge & Clothier, another lnrge depart-
ment stors, on the west alde of Elghth
street, also had o narrow escape, and
the building and contents were dam-
aged to the extent of mbout $50,000. A
number of other business houses, ad-
joining  Lippincott's and Partridge &
Richardson were clther entirely de-
stroyed or badly damaged.

CORN STALKS

To be Utilized as Food for Horsas
and Cattle—Interesting Experi-
ments Conducted by the Agricul-
tural Department.

WASHINGTON, D. C., Nov. 29—A
series of experiments which have been
carried on for some time prat by the
agricaltural department, have recently
developed & new use for corn stalks,
from Wwhich a very valuable horse and
partment has done n great deal of
work with corn stalks in the past year
and has developed several wvaluabie
uses for them, numely coffer-dam pack-
Ing for warships; a high grade of writ-
{ng paper, the basls for n smaleless
powder superior to the plerle aclil pow-
ders, and several other uses.

The new cattle Tood is made by grind-
ing the dry corn stalks, leaves and tops
to & powder and mixing, it with blood
or molasses or both. This In pressed
into cakes under o hydraullc press and

can be shipped ne easily ns bricks or
cordwood. For feeding it s broken up
and mixed with water. Actunl tests
bave been made ot experiment stations
and samples have been sent to agricul-
tural stations In Burope.
