The fire from these wis #0 tevrific
and so unexpected that the second re-
bel charge ended In o lasy convulgive
offort, and by 6:20 In the mornlng not
an enemy was In sight anywhere, Tuk-
ing It all in all, this proved one of the
longest ns well as the best planned and
most evenly contested battles of the
wal.

Thus has much valuable Infor-
mutlon been cartied to the Insurrecto
leaders and 1L grew cuklomary [0 re-
gard Magnbebes with the same puspl-
glon In which the olher natives woro
held. But so sincere have these Maca-
bebos been in thelr protestiutlons of
friendahip and so insistent, that fhnily
two gompanies of seouls wai
at the tawn of Macabebe, It sgemed
thint every able-hodied young member
of the tribe tried to enter thoe sarvice
and from & hont of volunteers 160 of Lhe
