A preliminary schedule
has been prepared, and will sooh be sent
out, to obtaln the names of corporations
and Individunle owning cwnals and
ditches; A request 's made also for the
niimes of the principal canals or ditches
in their order down stream, the ditches
1o the rlshulmklnﬁ down mtream), be-
ing arranged on the first page of the
1ist and those heading to the left on
the lnst page.

The principal schedule now in courne of
preparntion will be malled to addresses
thun obtalned, calling for further dats,
which wlil be supplemented by detalled
wintintics guthersd by the census nnum-
erators. ]

Jullo del Blo, who s among the releas-
#d Spaniurds that have just arrived

the fanmous Irene incident in Sublg
bay in July of last year. He was form-
erly In nd of the Bpunish troops
in the Olongapo districl. His narrative
is ‘corroborated by Senor Rafasl Ros-
ello, n wealthy Bpanish merchant, who
algo fell Into the hands of the insur-
genls.

Bath declore that the Spaniards sur-
réndered o Captaln Coglan; of the U.
8. chuistr Ralelgh. on An eXpress agree-
ment that they wers not to be glven up
to the Fillpinos, and thoy assert that
the Bpanigh government has promised
to press tholr clalms agalnst the United
States for thelr long lmprisonment,

According to thelr story a thousand
lngurgents were besleging  Olongapo,
where there were two companics of
marines and n battery of artillery, to-
gether with many civillans. The Ger-
man crulser Irene entered the harbor
to take the women. and children on
board, At this juncture the Insirgent
steamer Flilppinas, Niylng the inaurgent
fing, atarted to leave, The Irene threw
& phot seross her bow, claiming the
right to stop her, as Germany had not
recognized the insurgent flag. The Fil-
{ppinas then raised & white flag and
departed. When she returned she was
flylng the Insurgent flag and was ac-
companied by the U. 8. warships Con-
cord and Raleigh, The Itens was then
leaving the harbor with non-combat-
Rpie

wWithout the least warning,'' nays
Colomel Del Rio and S8enor Rosello, “the
American warships began to bombard
up, Airlng nbout twenty-five nhots  Hee-
ing that reslstance wad Unseless, us our
guns had mnever been mounted, we
ralsed the white flag. Captin Coglan
cama ashore with several ofMcers, and
it was expressly stipulnted. that the
surrender wan to the Americans alona.
Captaln Coglan wae anked to promise
that the Bpaniards should not be delive
ered to the Insurgents, and when, he
had given his pledge the entire garrison
surrandered.

wihe Amerleans salled ayway on the
evening of the 7th, leaving the garrison
practically unarmed, They returned on
thedth, Meanwhile the lpsurgents had
repentedly fired upon the town, Cdp-
tain Coglan now ordered tho Bpaniarde
to embark on the Fillppinas. When
they protented ha sald that although In
the hands of the Insurgents they would
e tronted an Amorican prisomnent.

“Nino clyilians, all merchants, wore
plhced on board the Fillppinas, and des
wplte thele protests, were kept imprin-
oned on the vesssl at Olongapo until
thalr recons releass.
