THE WAR IN SOUTH AFRICA

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NEW YORK, Dec. 16. . The stock
market has witnessed some severe de~j
dines during the past week. Continued
stringency in money forced yielding at
the weakest point, which as expected
proved' to be the Industrials. Weak
speculative holders sold from necessity;
others, tired out with long waiting for
an up tur.i to let them ou£, sold from
sheer disgust. The result %haa been a

very extensive liquidation, -materially
accelerated by bear operations, which
as stocks gradually pass frbm weak
into stronger hands leaves the market
In a much improved condition. Unfavorablerumors were freely circulated
concerning certain Interests;: but these
were not a surprise, and any disaster
in those quarters, being amply discounted,would not be of serious consequenceto the market in general. When
the present squall has reached Its climaxwe may look for gradual Improvement.
While ths present shake-up may be

very disagreeable and expensive for the
imprudent, it will certainly prove beneficialIn the long run. Expansion of all
sorts has been going on for months
at a pace which needed some sort of

test or check, and this has been applied
in the most natural method, that of

tight money. Some contraction Is now
in order; weak spots are coming to

the surfaces unhealthy speculation is

receiving a check, and when values
have had tune to adjust themselves to

the new conditions we may reasonably
look for a renewal of the upward move*

ment.
At the moment, however, the outlook

for buoyant prices Is very doubtful, the
entire market being controlled by monetaryconditions. Trade activity is

world-wide, and high rates prevail In
nil the leading money markets. The

great banks of Europe, those In London.Paris and Berlin, are all protectingtheir gold reserves by abnormally
high rates of discount, indicating an

unusual strain. British reverses in the

Transvaal, and the cutting off of that

source of gold supply, have materially
added to the tension In London, and
we are now on the verge of shipping
gold to that point instead of importing
it. as is usual, at this season. This exposureto a foreign demand on our gold
supply comes at a time when our own

resources are fully taxed. Activity In

the retail trades la absorbing an enor|
mous amount of currency, which In

spite of recent Increase is insufficient
for present requirements. Many of the
trusts are also larger borrowers than
was expected at their Inception; both
mercantile and manufacturing Interests
require more accommodation than

usual. No undue expansion of credits
can be observed, and this great demand
for money Is simply the result of phenomenaltrade and Industrial activity.
New York banks are taking care of

regular customers at reasonable rates,

and 6 per cent is the common rate to

good mercantile borrowers; but the

speculator must pay high and in many

cases prohibitive rates,'especially when
the new Industrials are offered as collaeral.
The prospects for easier rates in the

future are not promising. Bank reserve*are low and building them up
under present conditions will be slow
work, except through the unwelcome
process of retrenchment. Saturday's
1'ank statement should show a sharp
contraction of loans. Preparations for
January disbursements, amounting to

about $150,000,000, will cause temporary

the remainder of this month; and this
of course is adverse to a bull stock
market. On the other hand It should
be remembered that general conditions
are exceptionally favorable; prices have
undergone a considerable decline, especiallythe Industrials; liquidation has
been extensive; earnings net and gross
of the great corporations are large
enough to warrant belief in a better
market after a while, especially as

there Is every reason to expect a continuanceof present prosperity for some
time to come. It remains to be seen
bow long monetary conditions will
counteract these Influences. The next
few days may witness some Interesting
developments. The bears have gained
considerable In strength and audacity
by recent successes, and will no doubt
push their campaign farther if possible.
A decisive British victory In the Transv.inlwould have a stimulating effect
h<*re, inasmuch as it would diminish
the prospects of monetary difficulties
In London.
The money centers all over the world

are disturbed at the present time. The
Hank of England's rate of discount Is
now G per cent., which Is the highest
f »r over ten years, and the rate In BerlinIs 7 per cent. The management of
the Hank of France Is the most despotic
of the world's great llnaclnl Institutions,and they hold on to their gold
with an Iron grasp, hence its rate seldomchanges. The fact that they have
low been compelled to advance It from
« P"r cent, to 3ft per cent, (being the
"ist lime in over a year and only three
times within ten years) is an evidence
"f the gravity of the situation. This
Institution glided through the Baring
Panic period without making a c hange
In Its rate, notwithstanding that the
shock was seriously felt all over the
world, thus showing what a stalwart
concorn the Bank of France Is. The
present change In Its rate, therefore, Is
xlgnlflcant.
