MENELEE AND GREAT BRITAIN.

‘Why the Negus of Abyssinia, wil
Mot Attack England.

New York Times: A  dispatch from
Rome makes the startling assertion that
the Negus of Abysainia I8 prepering to
strike Great Britaln a blow In the Bou-
dan, A dispateh from London Informs
us that the news has caused much un-
easiness there, All thisi might have
been expected. It Is even to be won-
dersd at that the announcement is 80
tardy In its arrival. Its sequel, too, is
easy to guess. Before long we ahall
doubtless hear. from the same source
that French officers are rushing o en-
roll themselves in Menelek's army, and
that Prince Henrl d'Orleans has been
made chief of slaff. But all this need
dlarm nobpdy. ‘The almple truth Is
that certain Itallan officers, who have
the entry to the houses of the English
colony In Rome, have been talking
agaln.

These officers, who asalsted the Ill-
fated Baratierl in his campalgn agalnst
the Abyssinlans, together with certaln
officials that were thrown out of em-
ployment when the Crlspl government
fell, form an alarmist ellque, which
hates France as bitterly as It does the
Negus, Thelr one alm (n lfe seems to
be to endenvor to play off the English
ngainst one or the other, or agninst
both. At the time of the Fashoda in-
cldent they filled the heads. of the
British correspondents full of the most
extraordinnry tales: The Negus was
on the march to wld poor Marchand;
the Negus was preparing to assert his
claim to the right bank of the Nile,
The parmless boasts of Lthat poscur-
explorer, Prince Henrl d'Orleans, and
his ridl isslon to Menelek were
turned into prophecles of the most dire-
ful import for Great Britain. Then
came the Anglo-French conventipn, by
which France secured practical sway
over the Tripoll hinteriand, and the
alarmists retired in -humiliation and
dlsgust. They refused to glve any
more exclusive Abyssinian news to
thelr perfildious English friends. Now,
apparently, all has been forglven, Thelr
long milence has rather Improved thelr
mischief-malking propensities.

The hist of the Britleh operations
In East Afrita has almost removed the
{dea of an attack by the Negus to the
realms of the lmpossible. For more
than twenty years, together and mepa-
rately, the Abyssinlans and the Britlsh
have been fighting a common foe—Lhe
dervishes. Bo anxlous was Menelek to
have the dervish power exterminated,
and 5o positlve was he that the Anglo-
Egyplian army alone could do It, that
he pald no more attentlon to the sollc-
{tatlon of Prince Henrl d'Orlenns than
he did to the official messages fram the
French government. He knows now that
it In only & question of a few years, pos-
sibly a few months, before the Nile rail-
way sysiem wil extend through Knasa-
la, thus placing his country in direct
communication with the civilization and
commerce for which he has waited and
longed with so much patlence and wis-
dom. The fact that the British-Abys-
sinlan treaty of May 14, 1887, is aboul,
and for the first time, to render mutual
benefits to Bgypt and to the emplre of
the Negus, should alons banish any ldea
that Menelek In “preparing to strike
Great Britaln's power In the Soudun."”
