WASHINGTON, Dec. 26.—The alleged
gttempts In different parts of the coun-
try to organize Fenlana for a rald into
Cunade have not as yet been drawn to
the attention of the stnte Yepartment,
and nothing Is known upon the question
beyond the matters sel out in the news-
paper publications .The officlals do not
give the amallest credence to the stories
and are of ths opinfon that the purpose
in setting themn afiont Is to frighten the
Canadlans Into keeplng thelr soldlers
at home and falllng to answer to the
appeal of England for volunteers for
the ‘African eampalgn,

Lord Pauncefote, the British ambis-
sador, I8 too well experienced In Amer-
jean methods to make thia matter (he
basls of official represcntations at this
stage, and, Indeed, it Is suid at the stute
department that he had not even found
it ¥ lo trate agemat the
alleged violatien of neutrality Involved
in the recrulting of soldlers for the
Boer army ‘within the lmits of ihe
United States. It s suggester that the
explanation for this attitude ls a pre-
ference on the part of the British to
deal with such persons &5 may enlist
tere for the Boer army after they leave
the boundaries of the United States,
and 1t is not doubted that all of these
movements that really promlse to
amount to anything are beéing carefully
watched with a view to .catching the
voluntesrs at some con point by
a flest oriiser.

Shoul: It turn out that a Fenian
movement of the kind alleged to exint
s actually discovered mnd brought to
the attention of the United States gov-
ernment, sharp and prompt repressive
aetion will' be taken, not only lo pre-
vent the wiolation of the neutrality
Iaws, but also to save the raiders them-
selves from such consequences of thelr
actions en hefel the unfortunate Fenlan
ritlder Jtreronier 3T

The talk of a Fenlan raid 1y well cal-
culated to cause alarm on the Canadian
side of the border, ns the propld of that
section -were greatly agitated during
ihe former Feniun excitement. Al-
though un setunl movement occurred
at that time, the chief trouble ocourred
uver alarming reports of Invasions
which never took place, Bomething of
a panic tool possession of the Cuna-
dlans on the border any many women
burled their household silver and valu-
ables on the small jslands of the border
rivern, fearing that the Fenlans were
about to lpot the towns. On the Amer-
lcan side the excltement was fintensl-
fled by Joeal Fenlan organizations,
which drilled In apparent anticipation
of w movement, although these proved
to be purely local bodles more or less
sympathising with the movement, but
wholly without systematlc conpection
with the hesd organization.

That is the secret of mar-
ginal trading.

“In short. it s not legitimate husineas
that couses the enormous Inflatlon of
aredits, multiplies the bank reserves re-
quired, and thus sbeorbs any ponsible
money stock. Speenlagion—greed—will
inevitably do It, and It s obviously lm-
noseibile to satiefy that appetite, it is

Live to Bless Man-

—The funeral servicés over the remains
of Divight L. Moody were held at the
Congregational church here to-day, be-
fore o very large audlence. Men, ‘who
for many years have been connected
with Mr. Moody's work, took part. Rev.
C. L Beofield, D. D,; officiated, assisted
by Rev. A. Torrey, of the Moody Bible
Institute, Chicago. Thers were ser-
vices at the late residence of Mr,
Moody early In the day, only relatives
and close friends being present. Dr.
Beofield read the Scriptures, and Mr,
‘Torrey offered prayer. -

When the family had withdrawn the
carpse, which had been permitted to re-
main upon o lenthern couch, was placed
in the casket, which was of slmple de-
sign, black covered and open full
length. The body was borne to the
church on an oblong, black-covered
bler, by sbhout forty students from the
Northfield Institute. Before the bler
was rudsed, whita roses were sprinklied
nbout the casket. Dr, Bcofleld and Mr.
Torrey led the procession, while follow-
Ing the bler came the following honor-
ary pall-bearers: Ira D, Bankey and
George C. Stebbins, of Brooklyn: R. C.

There in
the weel, in the presence of great au-
diences of 12,000 of his fellow men, God
spoke to him to Jay it all down and
came home., He would have planned It
g0, 'This Is not the place nor am T the
man (o pregent a study of the lUfe and
charactér of Dwight L. Meody. No
one will ever question (hat we are to-
day laylng in the kindly bosom of the
earth the mortal body of a great man.

“Whether we measure grentness by
charictor, by qualities of intellect, or
by things alone, Dwight L. Moody must
be accounted greatf, .

The basis of Mr. Moody’s charncter
was slncerity, genulneness. He hod an
{nveterate aversion to all forms of
sham, unreality and pretense, Moat of
all did he detest religlous pretense,
cant. .

Along with this fundamental quality
Mr. Moody cherished b great love of
righteousneas. Hls first question con-
cerning any proposed action wes “Is it
rlght?" but these two qunlities neces-
parily at the bottom of all noble char-
acters wera in him suffured and trane-
figured by divine grace. Besldes all
this, Mr. Moody was In a wonderful de-
gree brave, magnanimous and unsel-
fish, Doubtless thiz unlettered New
Englund country boy became what he
was by the grace of God.

*The secrat of Dwigbt L. Moody's
power Iny: First, in a deflnite experl-
ence of Christ's saving grace. He had
passed out of death Into life mnd he
knew L. Becondly, Mr, Moody believ-
@l in the divine nuthority of the Serip-
tures. The Bible was to him the volee
of 'God, and ha made it resound as such
In the consclence of men,

“Thirdly, he was baptized with the
Toly Spirit and knew that he was. It
