Dispatches from Chievelcy indicate

that General Buller's forces will remobolizeat Frere before attempting
another attack. Doubtless he will be
glad to retrieve the Colenso reverse beforethe arrival of Lord Roberts, yet
he is hardly likely to attempt another
frontal attack. It is more likely that
he is preparing to strike should the
Boers make any offensive movement.
Mr. Churchill's reference to Ladysmithmay imply that the situation of

the garrison Is more desperate than had
been supposed. The Boeri continue
fortifying the hills commanding the
town. General White, however, hello-
graphs that all was well in Ladysmlth
on December 26.
Competent military critics In London

regard the campaign as at a complete
dead-lock for the present, owing to

the dispersal of the British forces and
the lack of adequate transport. They
believe It will be many weeks before
J«ord Roberts Is able to reorganize and
to make an effective move.

The Boer trench work Is so good that
t enables the enemy to hold a long line
with very few men and to travel great
distances under perfect cover, so as

to rapidly reinforce any point attacked.

BOBR &BCKUITINO AGENTS

Actively at Work Near Police Headquarters.
NEW YORK, Dee. 27.~The work of
nllnting men In thla city to fake the

Boi»r side In the war la In charge of
the ngonta who operate In a saloon near
police headquarters.
The l*«dern In the movement Ih Oua

vBlrnon, a Boer, recently arrived

from the Transvaal. Associated with
him Is a German, Henry Scharff, who
has lived many years among the B6ers
and who reached New York a week
ago from Pretoria. Simon owned in
Johannesburg several hotels and saloons;these were closed np when the
war began, and being incapable of activeservice In the field, he came here
in the interests of his country. Scharff.
his companion in this work, was

among the first to come out from the
Yukon country with news of th<; Klondikegold fields, and he has mining intereststhere and in the Transvaal.
Since his return to the Transvaal

from Alaska he has been In the confidenceof Boer leaders, and he has been
sent here on this special mission.
A number of people, chiefly young

men, have gone to the Transvaal. Some
two hundred lert a week ago, unu sixiy
went Just before Christmas.
Ever since the outbreak of the

Transvaal war the British consulate In
this city has received letters from personseager to enlist In the British
army.
"I don't think it is any exaggeration

to say that we have received r»,000 lettersfrom persons who want to enlist,"
said the British vice consul to-day,
"and besides these, a great many apply
to us In person for help or advice In the
matter. We are prevented by United
States statutes from enlisting them
and we have to send them away. The
only way they can get Into the army is
to go to England and enlist on their
own responsibility., How many of them
do this we have no way of knowing. I
think, however, that a great many of
them do enlist."

CIVIL MARRIAGES
Wnw Waw Vio ParfnnnMl in the Phil-

ippines.
WASHINGTON, D. C., Dec. 27.-Gen.

Oils has Issued a decree authorizing
the celebration of civil marriages In
the Philippines. He cabled Secretary
Root to that effect'to-day, and the secretarypromptly approved the action.
Heretofore all mafrlage were celebratedby the Catholic church, so that
Protestnnts and non-Christians were

prohibited from marrying. The decree
does not interfere with the Catholics,
who may be married according to their
own rites, but extends the privileges of
civil marriage to those who desire it.
Just as it is practiced in the United
States.

Alaskan Question Was in the Way.
WASHINGTON, D. C., Dec. 27.~SecretaryLong stated in his recent annual

report that negotiations were pending
between the United States and Great
Britain to overcomo tne treaty innioi

tlonagainst-building warships on the
great lakes. It has transpired that the
negotiations to which the secretary of
the navy referred were those carrle*. on
by the Joint high commission which
dealt with Canadian affairs. The
American members of that commission
put forward a plan of permitting the
lake ship ynrds to build warships, with
the understanding that the vessels
would not be fitted up and remain on

the lakes for naval service. This was

accepted by the Brltish-Canadlnn officialswith the additional provision that
the armor should not be placed on the
warships until after they had reached
salt water. This provision would have
been incorporated in the final arrangement,had not the commission failed of
an agreemnt because of the Alaskan
boundary trouble.

German Naval iuas on a oruisc.

WASHINGTON. D. C.. Dee. *7..The
German warships Nlxe and Von
Moltke. used as training ships for na-1
val cadets, have arrived at Havana,
after a cruise through West Indian wa-1
ters about ten days ago that caused
consternation among the officials and
people there, as It was feared there
would be n repetition of the Leders in-1
cldent, and another demand on Haytl,.
backed up by German naval guns. It!
appears, however, that the cruise of

the Nlxe and Von-Moltke was arranged
a year ago, and the call at Haitlen
ports was entirely devoid of slgnlflcance,as the commanders of the ships
have no instructions outside of those

pertaining to the regular cruise. On

January 0 they will proceed along the
Cuban and Porto Hlcan coasts.

Shippers Want to Enjoin Railroads.
WASHINGTON, D. C., Dec. 27..The

Inter-state commerce commission deridedto-day to comply with the requestof the shippers of freight to

transmit to the attorney general of the

United .States a transcript of the evidencetaken before the commission last
week on the Increase of the classificationof freight by the official classificationcommission. The shippers In their

petition urged that the testimony takenshowed a violation of the Shermananti-trust act. Their desire Is

that the attornoy general shall take
action by Injunction or otherwise to

restrain the railroads from putting the
classification into effect on January 1.

Don't Want Danish Wsst Indies.
WASHINGTON, D. C., Dec. 27.-In

official German quarters It Is stated
that Germany has never contemplated
the acquisition of the Dsnl«h Went IndianInland*, and that, consequemtly,
there has been no occasion for advices

ROUTED.
Colonel Lockett's Ken Punned the

Fleeing Bebels Into the
Hills.

THREE HOURS HEAVY FIRING

Besulted in Complete Defeat of k
Large Force ofInsurgents.

MANILA. Dec. 27, 10:1G p. m.-Col.
Lockett, with a force of 2,506, including
artillery, attacked this morning a

Htrongr force of Insurgents entrenched
in the mountains near Montalbaty
about Ave miles northeast of San Mateo^
The enemy were completely routed, the
Americans pursuing them through th$
hills, amid which they fled In every direction.
Four Americans were wounded. The

Filipino loss was large, resulting from
a heavy infantry and artillery tire for
three Hours Into the trenches. It is
supposed that the insurgents were
those who were driven .out of San Mateoon the day General Lawton was

killed. They numbered about a thousand.Those lines of Insurgent trenches
covered ihe steep trail through the
hills and likewise the valley below,
along which the Americans passed.
The main attacking party consisted of
the Forty-sixth volunteer infantry, a

troop of Caves artillery. Colonel Lockettcommanding in person. The rest of
the command operated from remote
points in aii unueuvor 10 can; uui, vui.

Lackett's plan of throwing his lines
around the enemy and thus cutting off
retreat.
The nature of the mountainous countrymade it impracticable to execute

this movement successfully. After the

insurgents began to run there was a

vain attempt to use artillery.

INDIANAPOLIS, Ind., Dec. 27.-An
executive session of the United Mine
Workers of America was held at the
Occidental Hotel in thh city, to-day.
President John Mitchell, secretary W.

Mitchell said the object of the meeting
was to arrange for the national convenj
lion, to be h#«ld in Indianapolis, January15, and the Join., conference of mlIners and coal operators, which meets
here January 22. One of the delegates
uni.i. "nnr TTinAtirir is to accomplish
what must he left to the nationalconvention.namely,the fixing of wage
scales and formulating other demands
that will be made at the convention. A
score of us can do more In secret sessionthan several hundred delegates In

open meeting. We will present our

formulated plans to the convention,
which will mainly adopt them. Nothing
at this tlms can be made public. While

every district president l« not present,
several of them have sent substitutes.
A genernl advance of wages will be

demanded, but the advances will be

governed largely by conditions In certainmining regions."

Big Miners' Strike Threatened.
ALTOONA, Pn., Dec. 27..Represen!tatlves of 35,000 miners in the bituminouscoal district are meeting to-day at

various points to consider the feasibilityof a strike for a general increase of

30 per cent in wages. At the coal

towns, Lilly, Punxsutawney, Bnrnesboroand Clearfield, the sessions of the
wage workers are secret, though their

Intentions have been expressed publiclyenough. The miners say unless the
operators consent to the demand, a

general strike Is certain. The operators
to-day informed the men that they regardtheir demands as preposterous. If
the miners are in earnest, the strike
will be declnred January 1.
The operators say they bellevo that

the conservative element In the United
Mine Workers' organization will be
able to prevent a strike. It is said

several high' officials of tho union are

using their best oflforts to keep the
men at work, urging that a strike now

would precipitate an industrial slump.

This afternoon Mr. Dantorthgave an: Byenlnir Post reporter
the result of his observation* and some
Information about next year's national
campaign:

"1 found," he said, "that the sentimentwas generally In favor of selectingsome western city other than Chicagoas th i place for holding the nationalconvention. The members of the
national committee have a strong feelingagainst Chicago on account of the
treatment they have received from the
newspapers there since they establishedheadquarters in the city in 18M. It
looks as If either Milwaukee or KansssCity will secure the national convention.Milwaukee seems to be la the
lead. It has an auditorium with a seatingcapacity of 15,000 and the citlcens
have offered to entertain the delegates
handsomely.
"Falso discovered that'there is a generalfeeling in favor of establishing the

headquarters of the national committeenext year In Washington. Senator
Jones favored Washington In 1896, but
gave way to Mr. Bryan, who was in
favor of Chicago. In my trip through
the south I observed one thing which
will be considered of particular interestin New York, namely, that none of
the leaders seemed disposed to insist
on free silver as the main Issue of the
campaign next year. They did not

say that they had abandoned the 16 to 1
idea, but they acknowledged that the
situation had changed since 1898, and
that the dominant issues next year were

trusts and imperialism. That Is to say,
they are unwilling to repudiate the
Chicago platform, but they see that
new issues of far-reaching importance
have come up lately and that their
choice should be recognised.
"The Democratic national convention,"Mr. Danforth added, "wlil be held

a short time after the Republican convention,according to custom. No matterwhen it Is held, there Is no doubt
about the head of the ticket. EverywhereI heard only Mr? Bryan's name

mentioned. They are not talking about

/J*Udld.atejLfoj^Yjcs, president. yet An
eastern man will probably be selected."

It numbers about 250,000, and a majorityof its members belong to our organisation.All its officers do, and so,'
of course, it will act with us. We have
lots of men in the regular armycampsor clubs In every post.and
even if they were sent against us to
stop us on the border they would either
march across with us or give us blank
cartridges.
