TRIP PLANNED HURRIEDLY.
An Urgent Heesage From the
Ducheie of Marlborough Kay Bare
Been in the Nature of a Hurry-Up
Call and Explain the Xother'a Suddennight.

New York Press: If Mrs. "Ollie"
Belmont has confided to &ny of her IntimatesIn that particular social set of
which she aapires to become the leader
the real reason for her sudden determinationto depart for Europe on next
Saturday they are guarding the secret
jealously.
This, too, although all her friends

and many who do not class themselves
in that category were talking of little
else yesterday. At every afternoon tea,
at every evening function, nothing was
discussed with such evident Interest as

this unexpected move on the part of
Mrs. Belmont But none undertook to
offer any explanation, either not knowing,or, knowing, unwilling to assume
the responsibility.
She, herself, evinced no disposition to

converse on the subject. To those brave
enough to broach the subject of her
voyage, she contented herself with the
response that she was somewhat sorry
to go, but that she expected to have a

pleasant time abroad. Mr. Belmont
spoke of the matter early In the day,
and he is quoted as saying:
"Mrs. Belmont's plans to go abroad

were made some time ago. It was her
original Intantlon to sail on the first of
the year; but, finding It more convenientto go on Saturday, she cancelledher Invitations for. the Sunday even-

ing reception.' I will follow her as soon
as possible.
To those who heard, it-was evident

that this was intended as a most diplomaticdeclaration. It gave no hint
why a matter of two days' difference in
the date for sailing should have been so

Important as to make nccessary such
an unusual course as the recalling of
the invitations for the reception, or

why haste in her departure should have
become so imperative as to decide Mrs.
Belmont on not waiting until her husbandmight acconipany her.

It was believed by many that Mrs.
Belmont had received a cable message
from her daughter, Consuelo, the
Duchess of Marlborough, urging her to
lose no time in going to Blenheim. But
to those who held this opinion it was a

mystery why the duchess should desireher mother's presence so speedily.
It Is several days since the cabled announcementthat tne young duke was
to become a soldier in South Africa.
Nothing more has been heard of this

know the master of Blenheim are prone
to skepticism as to his willingness to

place himself where a Boer bullet
might end his career.
On this phase of the matter, one

who poses as an authority on social
affairs had this to offer yesterday.
"The announced Intention of Mrs.

Belmont to start on Saturday has quite
upset the plans of the particular set in
which she moves. Mrs. Belmont, with
her constant companion, Mrs.. HermannOelrlchs, had planned to attend
the Hungarian Feasants' ball, at the
Madison Square Garden, and she had
issued invitations for a dinner party
preceding It. Her Invitations have
been recalled, as she has decided to

Join her daughter, the Duchess of
Marlborough, at Blenheim, at once.

I will venture to say that the secret of
her change of plans Is that the Duchess
of Marlborough wishes her mother with
her, at this particularly trying time In
England, when all of the youpg men of

Duke of Marlborough to Join the fightingforces of England may have somethingto do with Mrs. Belmont's decision,and ft Is only natural that she
should wish to join her daughter.

Railroad bonds Irregular,
The changes In prices to-day were

turn to the long side. The highly mercurialspecialties were the favorites in
the dealings and some of them were bid
up in a rather sensational manner.
