showed himself to be a good ring general,ever watching for an opening and
never falling to take advantage of one.

Maher, although credited with being a

heavy hltte»\ did not get in many effectiveblows. Hit. foot work was poor,
and at times be did not appear to have
perfect control of himself.
When the men entered the ring and

stripped for the battle both looked to be
In perfect condition, and they were

greeted with tumultuous applause. UnderMarquis of Queensberry rules, new

gloves, provided by the clyb, were

handed to the referee, and he in turn
gave them to the boxers' second*. Maherdonned his quickly, but McCoy
claimed that the gloves did not fit him

Then the Kid sent a left
hook to the Jaw, flooring the Irishman,
who was up In two seconds. The Kid
tried a right cross, but missed. Maher
tried a left swing for the head, but
McCoy side-stepped neatly. He essayedanother of these and again went

In an attempt to
counter Maher over-reached himself
and fell, but regained his feet almost
instantly. Maher then began, rushing
tactics, forclnir the Kid to. the ropes,
landing a hard right on the bqdy.
