1eft January 4, near Colesberg.

A Mafeking dispatch  Judg recelved,
but dated December 20, confirms  tha
report of the British sortle from that
wace which was first announced from
Pretorin, December 30, The Mafeking
dispatch says: .

**There was a sortie to-day with the
view of capturing the Hoer easth-
works, but It was unsuccesstul, The
worls were crowded with Boers awalt-
ing the mssault and n hail of bullats
lforced the British to retire, Killing and
wounding a number.”

The war office has recelved, through
Gensrnl Forester-Walker at Cape
Town, the following dispaich from
Colonel Baden-Powell, dated Mafeking,
December 263 1

“We uttacked ope of the  enemy's
works this morning, endeavoring to
push back the cordon northward. Our
force consisted of three guns, (w1
squadrons of the Protectorate regiment.
one of the Bechuanaland riries, an ar-
mored train, etc. The enemy had
strengthened thelr works during tha
night and doubled the garriszon since
vesterday’s reconnaissance. Neverthe-
less, our attack was earried oot and
pressed home with the greatest possible
galiantry and stendiness under a yer:
het fire. But all efforts to gain the -
terior by escalade failed, the fort being
practically Impregnable.

“Our attack only withdrew after slx
of our officers and u large number of
men had been hit. Nothing could have
exceeded the courage and dash (is-
played.

“The genernl situation remalns un-
changed and the health and spicits of
the garrison are very sallafactory.

“I regreL to report the following cas-
ualties:
| “Killed—Captaln R. J, Vernon; Cup-
taln H. C. Banford; Lisutenant H. .
Palon, elghteen non-commissioned ofM-
cers and trogpers.
