She
bids us: tarewell under the starlight on
the porch of her Kansas cottage; and
sho (s the one character with & moral
purposie all the way through. Bhe parts
with the reader o wife and mother,
who, desplte this relation in which she
s as faithful as Inlegrity can make &
human beldg, has made “the  great
sacrifice,” a8 ‘many, 1ike her, do, in the
sllence of laining submission to
the decrees of fate, against which pro-
(et Is vain. Whereyer she appedrs In
{he story, between that advent a&nd
this farewell, she is the pure, troe-
hearted girl and woman; living her]
lonely, companionless, almost loveless
lite. faithful to her obligation though it
conslgns her to-mn existence in which
the most tragrant flowers of the soul
can Cever come to r efiorescence.

Hete is & girl born Into & home and
family: in which, by the very fiber of
her lofty snd virginal spirit, she can
never have any lot or parct save as &
rojourning stranger. By one of thoss

fatefu]l providences that result in hu- [

man misfts—the author calls it a
“freak of heredity—this girl grows
up In & household where she is per-
force o stranger from the time she
reaches the age and development to
realise the gulf that divides her from
those around her. Of love and com-
panionship, beyond and after the age
of childish affection, she bas none. She
is in her soul as much alone as Crusoe
on his islard.” Beautiful as she was,
sha.could/not but have afmirers among
the young men who came around her;
but “she was scparated from (Eem by
an infinite space which f.hey hnd no
concemiun of, nor she ahy power to
croga,” ‘The first Jove, and the one
that shapes her life, comes to her by
force of clrcumstances. Her affection
for young Holmes grows out of ity
for & lad who needed the firm direction
of & mother more than he did & sweet-
heart; and without experfence to warn
her against such & sacrifice, she gives
him all the affection he h_u capacity to
awaken In her and pledges an unreserv-
ed troth, from which when later she
comes to realizs what an adequate love
would be to her, she never for a mo-
ment thinks of withdrawing, “Faithful
unto .deql.h" she truly {s, though It must
have -wrung the tenderest and secretest
heart-strings of her soul.
