THE CRITICS.
It Wii Hot True That the Army

Had Been Sent to the
Tront In

AN UNPREPARED CONDITION.
He Was Sore Juatlce Would be Bong

to the Admlniiratlve System
of the Army.

LONDON, Jan. 11..< a. m.-During
the interlude of apparent nnniary inactivityand official secrecy, Lord Roberts
and Lord Kitchener have arrived at the
seat of war. It la assumed that their
clearer vision, supported by 35,000 fresh
men, who are due to arrive In South
Africa within thirty days, will alter the
situation, und that the fourth month of
the campaign will witness the beginningof victories for the British arms.

They are not, however, expected to

produce definite results for some days,
but their mere presence will restore the
shaken confidence of the men at the
front in their generals.
Lord Roberts finds 120,000 men on the

defensive or watching for an opening.
Lord Methuen's health, according to tho
Dally Mail, has "broken down." and the
field marshal may relieve him. Possiblysome others will be relieved of Importantcommands. There is certainly
plenty of rank in evidence in South
Africa. In addition to the field marshal,
there are two full generals, four lleuteantgenerals and twelve or fourteen
major generals.
There Is an uneasy suspicion that

when the Ladysmlth casualties are announcedthey will be disheartening, and
will partially destroy the patriotic glow
produced by General White's "victory."
The list of victims of disease Issued by

the war office gives twenty-two deaths
from enteric fever and dysentery in La-
dysmlth In four days, revealing the fact
that the besieged are existing amid bod
sanitary conditions.

LONDON, Jan. 10..An Incredible rumorcomes from Cape Town that the
Boers have withdrawn from Magersfontein.Probably this is an embellishmentof the native 'reports that
General Cronje Is sending reinforcementsto Colesberg.

LONDON. Jan. 10..A. J. Balfour, the
government leader In the house of
commonR. at a luncheon given In Manchesterthis afternoon, made a speech*
In which he repudiated the accusation
that he was a "thick and thin supporterof the war office." He declared that
even If an angel from heaven told him
it was possible in a great war to carry
out everything as written out on paper,
he should know that the angel was
drawing upon his Imagination. It was
not true, he added, that the war office
had sent the British army Into the
field with guns which placed thorn at a

hopeless disadvantage with their enemies.He did not claim that the army
system was perfect, but the critic*
ought not to Ignore the extraordinary
military problems of the present war;
between which and the problems with
which the continental headquarters
staffs had to deal there was no paral-'
lei. For the first time in the history of
the world, the country had to meet an

enemy entirely mounted, and it was
true that If Great Britain had entered
Into the war with n vast number of
mounted soldier* It would have long
before been concluded. Hereafter, also,
it would be recognised that guns were
nnt us mnlillo an hnrrn- nnMI»r« And that

Held artillery must be made part of the
regular equipment of every army. But,
seeing that the British war office had
not lagged behind the best military
opinion of to>day, It was ludicrous to
charge It with want of prescience. He
was sure justice would be done In due
tltnt to the administrative system of
the army. The Inst thing the governmentdesired was any undue conceal-
inent of unpleasant facts.
