City Clork Thomas O'Brien, jr., yesterdaycompleted his annual report,

covering the year just ended, and the
document will be presented to council
next Tuesday evening. The report
shows an increase in revenues over 1898
of over $11,000. The increases include
over $10,000 from the water board, $2,000
on the miscellaneous account (salt? of
old water works property) and nearly
$3,700 on railroad taxes. To offset these
partially ther* are decreases in gas
works, board of public works, market
and cemetery revenues, matting tne nei

increase as stated.
In expenditures there were slight ln'creases, aggregating altogether about

118,000, but as the water board, which
controls its revenues, shows Increased
expenditures of nearly $10,000, there was
in reality a small decrease for the other
departments of the city government
Itevenue exceeded expenditures 137,87559, which was applied to the reductionof the city's bonded Indebtedness.
