As long as realty sells from $1,000 to
Sl.'SOO per foot In the business portion
of our town, and Is only assessed for
half It*^ half actual value, the Register
may rest content; there is no danger
of driving .prospective industrial enterprises,away from our city.

Tt was not the*motive ot- intention of
Assessor Helmbrlght to raise the value
of realty so high as to drive out capitaland enterprise. He did his work
honorably and conscientiously, without
prejudice or dislike He Is not as incompetentas some of his critics consider
him to be. There could be no better
or more Just man appointed to make
the valuation. He based his increase
n the selling price of realty. He knew

that land gets Its value from its sur-

It is very doubtful if there is a recordof an assessor ever appointed in
Wheeling:, that'gave general satisfaction
and it is doubtful that there ever will
be one that will. Selfishness of late
years has taken a deep root in the
minds of some people, and it seems our
business men are a little tainted with
this selfishness. They believe in good
times and prosperity, but they are not
willing to equalize taxation with prosperity.They are opposed to taxing
their enterprise and thrift, but unfortunatelythere is nothing else to be
taxed. The assessor could not tax the
enterprise and frugality of the drunkardand the profligate. There were
none to tax: he had neither land nor
money. Then what else could be taxed
throughout this great country but the
enterprise and frugality of the people?
It is the progress and energy of the
Amoi<lnan nnnnla that MAllo this COim-

try the noblest and greatest in the
world, and It Is the taxation arising
from this enterprise and frugality that
has made It such In maintaining our Institutionsand governing power. It is
energy and enterprise that built up our
business mart extending from Tenth
street to Wheeling creek, along Main
and Market. This central mart is
either directly or Indirectly, the distributing,warehouse of the needs and necessitiesof all the people of Wheeling
and vicinity, and In return takes In all
the wages of those people, amounting
to millions of dollars annually, and
because an honest and conscicntious
assessor increased the valuation of
these magnificent, wealthy business
houses-to one-half or two-thirds their
valuation, their owners have Invoked
the cbamber of commerce to come to
their assistance to fight the high tax
monster.
The Register, with Its mean cunningneSs,Is urging the slow-tfiinklng

members of the chamber to make an
onslaught against Increased taxation,
hoping thereby to oust the Republicans
from political control of the county.
But the Register's tenderness of heart
for our business men is not so sympatheticfor the poor worklngmen. It
does not fill Its columns with either
lying or truthful detailed Interviews
with the chamber of commerce to have
that body examine Into the excesslvc
valuation of the wage workers' little
home. Eight out of every ten of these
homes that are worth, say. one thousanddollars, are taxed to their full
value by the city, and from seven hundredto a thousand dollars by the
county. This Is the class of our cltlaensmade to pay taxation without representation,as far as realty Is concerned.
Now, as the Register is not generous

enough to place the grievance of the
worklngmen before the public, as It
does the wall of the business men, the
tvage-earning ren! estate owners extendan invitation to the chamber of
commerce to take a day off and Inspect
the condition of the outlying streets
adjacent to the homes of our working
population. and It will find that they
ar<* surrounded with mud and fllth that
are a disgrace to any rlvlllzed community.Then let the members of the
chamber of commerce go bnck and considerthat If there Is no better progress
made In paving our streets than by
one hundred feet patches each year, It
will be nt least one hundred years heforesome of those wage-earning taxpayerswin hove the benefit of bricked
strtfot* at * their doors. It Is well
enough for worklngmen's tnxes to be
e^pfcnded In putting down fine thoroughfaresalong the business portion of
our city, hut to get a load of ashes to
make a crossing In one of these filthy
streets adjoining the humble homes of
the bone and nlnew or our imputation, it
munt *o through n thousand mllen of
red tape before the ntreet f»ona in directedto Klve thoue poor pwple th«»
boon of a cart load of nnhen. and thin
red tape law waa helped Into life by
rhe workingman's friend, the neglntnr.
