WABHINGTON, D. C,, Jan, 25.—Tha
cnge of Brigham M, Roberfs, the Mor-
man representative-eléct from Utah,
which has occupled so much of the at-
tention of the house since the nasen-
bling of Congresy, was declded to-day
by ‘the adoption of o resclution to ex~
clude him by & vote of 26 to &0,

The exact language of the resolution
wos as Tollows: ;

“That under the fagts and circum-
stances of the case, Brigham H. Robs
ertn, representative-elect from the stata
of Utah, ought not to have or hold a
geat In the house of representatives,
and that the scat to which  he was
elected, is hereby declored vaeant.'

The amendment to expel Mn Roberta
withiout seuting him, offered by Nr.
Lacey, waa ruled out on & point of or-
der, and the house only voied npon the
resolutions of the minority and the
majority of the committes,

The former, to seat and then expel
Mr. Roberts, was defeated, £1 to 244. An
analysls of this vote shows that 170 Re-
P 72 D is nnd 4 Popu-
lista were against it, and 71 Democrats,
§ Republicans, 2 Pppullsts and 2 allvar
Republicans for it

The majority resolutions, to' exclude
Mr. Roberts and declare the seal va-
cant, were adopted, 268:to 50. The af-
firmative vote was divided as follows:
Republl 188; D ats, 06; Pop-
ulists, 4, and the negative vote, Demo-
crats, %7; Sliver Republicanz, 2; Popu-
lints, 1. ;

There were over & score of speakers
to-day, and the closing speeches on
ench side were particularly able.
