Day after day patrols;returned with the
sauit disappointing news. A few shota

retreated out of reach or attempted to
draw our meti under fire, their own supportsoccupying, a position far too
strong for oiir men to risk an engagement. Then the following day a strongerforce would be sert out with perhapsa couple of guns, but only to tlnd

Our mounted men did well, especially
the irregulars, who from their knowledge.of. the country and the habits of
