Verdict of Accidental Death.
Yesterday morning shortly before 6

o'clock, on the Baltimore & Ohio tracks,
in Upper Benwood, Charles Bowman,
while going home from work, was
struck by the north bound Pittsburgh
and Cincinnati express train and
thrown tun feet over an embankment*
receiving injuries from which he expiredone hour and a half later.
Bowman was sixty-seven years of

age, and had been employed as night
watchman at the Riverside plate mill,
during the past three years. He left
the mill at 5 o'clock yesterday morning
and*was walking along the Baltimore &
Ohio tracks when the unfortunate accidentoccurred. At a pottK between
the Bogg'a run crossMg and the atone
bridge spanning the run, Mr. Bowman
stepped ou; of the way of an approachingsouth bound freight engine. In
doim? this ho unconsciously nl&ced him-
self directly In front of a north bound
pausenger train. The engine struck
htm and threw him over the embankment,where he rolled against & fence
and was picked up by feflow workmen.
Mr. Bowman was oparontly conscious^
but could not speak. The engine was

brought to a stop and the injured man's
body was taken aboard and conveyed
to the depot at Wheeltng. Here he was

placed in the city ambulance and taken
to the home of hie sister, Mrs. James
Crosby, below Forty-third street.
Dr. Rau was summoned but found the

man beyond all surgical aid. He expired
about Ave minutes after being brought
home, one hour and a half after the ac-

cicient occurred. jjr. «au iounu iuc

from'the cffects of Internal Injuries.
Charles Bowman, tho unfortunate

He was a widower and is survived by
