CLATME TO HAVE CONCESSIONS

For Construction of the Nicaragua
Canal.

NEW YOREK, Feb. ¥.—Edward F.
Cragin, who two years ago took o nom-
ber of engineers and contractors to
Nicaragun over the route of the pro-
posed Inter-oceanic canal, hes issued o
statement declaring that the legisia-
tion pending in Washington over the
Hay-Pauncefote tresty can in no way
aftect the Eyre-Cragin concession. He
sald:

“You may make mo responsible for
the statement that the Unifed Btates

journed for the day, He made n gen-
eral and specific deninl of ail the alle-
gutlons made by Whiteslde and others.
