mlrol Dewey; and Lieutenant Caldwell
made their appearance. The great
man greeted the Wheeling: people
pleasantly, and was Introduced to those
whom he had not met at Washington
last November.
On behalf of the city, Mayor Sweeney

spoke words of welcome, saying that,
although Wheeling was not a large
city, It acknowledged no peer In hospitality.Wheeling people, the mayor
saJd, appreciated the sacrifices made
by the admiral In making the trip, and
he believed the people would see to It
that his visit was made pleasant and
agreeable.

Did Not Forget Wheeling.
In reply to the mayor, Admiral

Dewey spoke most graciously. He
said the Wheeling committee that visitedhim last November, presenting the
city's wedding gift and Invitation to
attend the Fort-Henry celebration, had
come when It seemed that some of the
American people were "down" on him.
