CRONJE'S SURRENDER.

The Brave Boer Commander Compll-
mented by Lord Boberts on -His
Brave Stand, But His Impassive
Face' Exhibited No Bign of the
Struggle Golng On Within.
PAARDEBERG, Tuesday, Feb, 27—

Majuba day—3 0. m. The British camp

wus awakened by the continued rattls

of rifie fire at daybreak and the news
arrived that thy Canadlans, while build-
ing o trench quite close to the enemy,
were fuslladed at o range of fifty yards,

The Canadians gallantly worked for-

ward and ooccupled the edgs of the

trenches along the river, entirely enfila-
ding the Brers, This movement was
followed by a cessution of the fire, ex-
copt an ocasional solitary shot.

Suddenly 8 regiment statloned on tha
erest of & hill percelved a white flag and
burst into cheers, the first announcing
the surrender of General Cronje

Lord Robarts, bringlng tidings of the
Hoers' unconditionnal surender, General
Prettymnn was sent to accept the sur-
render: ’

At about 7 o'clock n small group of
men appeared In the distance crossing
the plain towards headquarters. The
latter belnyg apprised of General Cron-
o's npproach, Lord Roberts weént Lo the
front in the modest cart in which he
sleeps and ordered a guard of the Sea~
foriths to line up. A group of horsemen
then approached. On General Fretty-
man's right rode an elderly man, clad
in a rough short overcont, o wide-brim-
med hat, ordinary tweed trousers and
brown shoes. It was the redoulable
Cronje. His face was burned almost
black and his curly beard was tinged
with gray.

Lord Roberts walked to snd fro In
front of the cart until the Bosr general
arrived, when the Brltish commander
advanced gravely and kindly saluted
the Boer comander. He then motioned
General Cronje to a seal In a chair
which had been brought for his accom-
modation, and the two officers con-
verssd through an Interpreter. Cronje's
face was absolutely Impassive, exhibit-
Ing no sign of his Inner feelingn.

Lord Roberts wos surrounded by hls
staff when General Prettyman addross-
{ng the fleid marshal, sald:
