outfit had to take along stores and ra-
tions for 30 days, and there was much
hurrying back and forth on the Han-
cock, much confusion and much work
in effecting these transfers. Finally, by
8 o'clock the Helena and Nashville wers
londed and sieamed away from  the
fleet anchorage, the Helenn heading
north  for Donsol ‘and the Naahville
turning toward Bulan. At1l, the Hele-
na was off Donsol and the men were
“about to learn whether their landing
would be oposed or not.
" Watched the Fleeing Natives.
Through glasses could be seen men
and women leaving the town, carrying
bundles of houschold goods with ther,

This Jooked like resistance. The beach

trenches were lined with peering faces

and the only flag over the town was

Bpanish, Donsol appeared as a few

xinc roofed warehouses.and some long

lines of thatch huts in & low tangle of
green jungle on the coast. The beach ia
white and lined with fish welrs, drying
nets and dug-out canoes. Behind the
town some thirty miles is the wonder-
fully symmetrical cone shaped voleano
of Mayon, 8000 fest high. One com-
pany of goldlera was loaded Into tha
Helena's sioall boats, This‘action was
immediate)y followed by much activity
behind  the trenches, whereupon  the
leaders of this expedition declded upon
another cours: of action. The Helena's
launch with Major Wisa and Lizutenant
Kubte on buard, ran Iy for the beach,
towing a small row boat. When close
to the flsh welrs, the launch stopped
and the row bost,manned by three Fill-
piros and carrying a blg white flag of
“qruiv, landed In front of the trenches,

The boat with the fiag of truce was
watched closely., There tvas a confer-
enct with three white flgures on the
beach, and then she pulled back to the
launch and the lnunch started for the
Helenn. The trenches on shore wers
still lined with curlous, psering faces,
watching with interest every move our
wvessels made.

‘Wanted Time, as Tsual.

“They want until 3 this aftsrnoon to
decide whether they want (o realst us
or surrendsr,” sald Major Wise, “but I
guess we will be going ashore right
now."

At a quarter to 1, the Company D
boats started n for the beach, the Hele-
ni prepared to blow that pretty lttle
village up Into the mountaln tops In
case our men were fired on, and every
one walted expectantly. Not o shot
was fired, and our men landed on the
beach. Not a face was {o be sren at
the trenchen. We formed In company
front and then small squads were start-
ed through the town. It was abwzolute-
1y deserted, not n soul being In sight
Our men proceeded through the sirsets,
expecting attack at any moment, but
none came. Dogs howled dismally on
deserted door steps or slunk. rapldly
away behind the corners, The chickens
and the hogs and the dogs alone wit-
nessed our entrunce. It was hard to
tell where_the enemy had gone #o
quickly. ¢ had evidences of their
hurried flight for In the streets wsre
Jalf  plllaged trunks and bundies of
houschold goods, food and clothing and
dogs nnd hogs and chickens and noth-
ing else,

Old Glory Flies.

Then, on u low hill about 600 yards
sbehind the town the enemy ware dis-
covered., They were clusiered In and
about o small trench and sround o last
century muzzle londing cannon.

Meanwhile Major Wise had gone Lo
the door of the house from which flaw
the Spanish flag; It was on & high
pole and Major Wiee wanted that pole
for the American flag under his , arm.
He knocked on the door and the com-
mander of the Fllipino forces In that
town, the local president and the elvil
governor of the distriet, all In the per-
son of & brown man in a Fillpino unl-
form, came and let him in.

*Will you haul down 'that Spanish
flag?" nsked the major, “I want to
put thiz one In its place.”

There wans no objection to the re-
quent, B0 at ten minutes pnst one the
Btars and Btripes floated over Donsol,
and the Helena and the Helena's launch
tooted thelr greetings, The Helenn
was landing the second company and
already beginning to get the soldiers’
ratlons ashore.

Volley From the Insurgents.

From beslde the old Dbrass cannon
there was i good view: of tlia munn—_yle
behind the town, and as we looked the
woods began to show our flest-footed
enemy, They peered out at us, from
behind nearly, every clump of trees. We
caught alght of thenr in threes and in
doxens ag they slunk through the jun-.
gle, apparently walling to come back
into town, but not quite daring toat-
tempt it. From & clump of Uushes not
2 hundred yards away we presently
flushed two natives. They came for-
ward holding out thelr bows and Aar-
rows and trembling with fear. When
Major Wise told them later they would
be pald money for carrying water for
the Ameriean sgoldiers these two men
nsked: “Is this true, or is It some
joke® Harah tales had been told them
of what the Americans would do to
prisonera, and this promise of work
and wages could not be helieved with-
out especinl assurance of its truth and
validity. |

The Chinese residents of Donsol had
not abandoned the town. They hid
awny in shacks and : com-
ing out later in the afternoon and tak-
ing advantage of such opportunities as
the occupation by our goldlers mado
possible to loot Flliplno houses. But
this practice was quickly terminated by
‘the American officers.

This morning, before we landed,
there had been & meetlng of the towns-
people in the principal plaza of Donsol
Home men with property Interests and
bales of hemp rendy for. the market,
were In favor of surrendering. But
there was & revolutionary hot-head, an
officer, in the gathering, who turned
to his followers and sald:

“Shall we tamely surrender our
town to the enemy and become the
Inughing stock of our fighting brothers
In the north Let us show them we also
have the courage to fight and, If need
be, to die, for our beloved country.”

Thia kind of talk, properly prolonged,
won the orator & certain following, and
it was thus decided to ask for three
hours for deliberation. But when our
bonts were Actually —seen coming
ashore, the Tagalos In the party for
resistance could not hold their less
sanguinary followers, and the army
broke for the hill-top. There they were
persunded to fire that one volley, and
then they, gladly ran away.

People Short of Feed.

There was little enough food in this
town of Donsol, and back In the hills
there is still less, The natives alrendy
have begun to come back to the vil-
lage, bringing thelr familles, and as
this continues they will be sull-
en and Indifferent to us, for they are
still under the fear of Tagalos, but
when they see we Intend to remain and
wlll afford them protection against re-
tallations, they will nccept us more
glndly and be rendy to do a little work
for a good wage, The local presidents
did not flee with the others, because, as
he sajd, “I am unused to the bush and
there Is little food there.” He was told
for the first time of the occupation of
Sorsogon and that the Insurgent garr!-
son had abandoned the fu./n at our.ap-
proach, whereupon he peemed more
cheerful, for now he can say, that,
having heard of, his "chief's surrender
st the more important town he deemed
it hopeless and unwise to resist the
same superior force of the enemy.

Nashville Met No Resistance.

Company B and the Nashville met
with no resistance at Bulan. The na-
tives did not abandon the town, but
Inatead crowded down to the beach to
witniess our landing, It mseems that
about nine months ago three Tagalos
with' rifies stalked into Bulan and In
the name of tha Filllpino government,
ordered the townspeople to comatruct
trenches for the defense of the place,
This the people did, wheTeupon the
Tagalos went away, and that was the
first and last time the people of Bulan
ever saw any Insurgents. There was
not s soldler in the place wheh our
mon landed. A few frightensd women
had run into the country when the
Naahville steamed In, but they soon
chme back to thelr homes and were
laughed at by thelr nelghbors for thelr
fears. Our officers talked with the
town's presidente, who Is to be contin-
_.:ued in ofMece as before, and, following
his suggestions, our troops were quar-
/tered In comfortable houses near the
beach. The pr 4 pl i

In
ratlo and amount the Improvement ex-
ceeds that of all other recent months,
favorable though the comparisans have
been for thesa months. The increnss on
the roady in the table reaches 37,649,865,
s ther mileage embraced 1z 98,14 miles,
it seema likely that for the whole tail-
road system of the United States the
galn must have been mbout.§15,000,000.
The significance of the improvement
this time is of course diminished by the
fact that comparison Is with a period
of such obviously unfavorable ecaondl-
tions last year. In February, 1809, the
roads suffered from the effects of ‘the
blizzard, which extended over the
whole of the country from Texus to the
Caandian border, tying-up the rallroads
as they had nof beer tied up before
since the memorable bilzzard of 1888,
The effect was shown In the fact'that
our table at that time recorded a de-
crease., The decrease, it Is true, was
not large, reaching $401,570, or a little
over one per cent, but lis nature and
importance were plain from the elr-
cumstance that Februnry was the only
month of 1809 distingulshed in this way.
The present year the country has been
almost ' entirely fres disturbances of*
that kind, although'nt the very closs of
February & heavy fall of snow was re-
ported in the west, temporarily delay-

PRINCE CLARENCE

Hiding Behind His Princely Prerog-
ative.

KINGSTON, : Jamalca, March 11—
Prince Clarence, chief of the Mosqulto
territory and protege of the British gov-
ernment, who resides in Jamaica, has
