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The Bankruptcy Law.
In speaking of the movement of certainpersons seeking the amendment of

the bankruptcy law. who ate quoting
the remarks of Judge Brown, of the
United Statss district court, of New
xorx. TO Mrcngineii wieir vumcUwvu,

the Journal of Commerce points out,
that while Judge Brown has suggested
certain features which render amendmentdesirable, he has gone no further.
The Journal adds: "Before an attempt
is made to correct the defects in the
law which he has pointed out, it Is prudentto consider the danger of being
left with no bankrupt law at all.
This Is the real object of many personswho are agitating for the amendmentof the law. The proper comparisonto be made Is that between the

present law and none; not between tho
present law and a better one. The
country was for about twenty years
without a bankruptcy law. During
most of that time there were strenuous
efforts, supported by the great bulk of
the business community in the northern
and especially the northeastern states,
»n urnm pnrh a. Inw. whlrh were de-
(gated by opposition which came mainlyfrom the south and southwest,.but in
part al3o from New York and Chicago,
In thssa great centres of trade there are

some banks and some Jobbers who opposedthe bankruptcy law because they
weto beneflclaiiis of the preferences allowedby state laws. But the great majorityofeommcrclal and financial cred-
ltors were unable to secure themselves
and year after year begrged Congress for
a bankruptcy law. At last they succeeded.At present an effort to get the
lav/ amended will be very likely to lead
to Its repeal. Persons who have long
desired a bankruptcy law will do well to
consider this carefully before they urge
Congress to discuss amendments.
The great evil at which the bankruptcylaw was aimed was preferences.

The exemption laws of some states are

calculated to encourage fraud, but the
attempt to defeat these had to be aban.
doned. Senator Nelson, of Minnesota,
in defense of an exemption law of his
state which was as wicked as thenotorpnvn.mfitnul

AGAINST WISE NAILS.

An Outcry From the Farmer*.The
Objection to Them.

PITTSBURGH, Pa., March lS.-Thc
Industry of making cut nails from iron
and steel is being revived. It bod almostceased, owing to the introduction
of the steel-wire nail. Here and there
factories are springing up to moke cut
nails. The few shops that were running
in a dead sort of way are increasing
their working hours, adding new machinery,and shops are b.eing enlarged.
The increased demand is caused by

the fact that shingles that have been
fastened on barn roofs In the past ten
yeurs with wire nails, are blowing off.
The farmers are raising a big hubbub
over their loss, and, Judging from their
comments, the fields are covered with
flying shingles. In contrasting their experiencewith that of their forefathers,
who used wrought-lron cut nails, they
say that shingles fastened with the old
cut nail remained on the roof until the
shingles rotted; whereas, with the steel
wire nail, the shingles blow off after ten
years.
The main trouble with the steel-wire

nail is that it cannot stand the weather
ns the wrought-lron nail does. This is
partly caused by the acid used in annealingthe wire before it is drawn,
which cannot be thoroughly cleansed
off. The fact that steel contains more
carbon than wrought iron also tends to
corrode it. The government made' a
series of tests in Watervliet arsenal
years ago, when wire nails were gaining'publicfavor, to ascertain the adhesivequalities of wire and cut nails. The
cut nail proved to be fifty per cent more
adhesive when driven into wood than
wire nails, but the .wire nail had gainedsuch headway that the tests were
not given serious consideration, and the
bright and cheaper wire nail soon shut
up almost every cut-nail factory in the
country.
Contractors and builders have no

Idea of giving up the wire nail for the
cut nail, however. The carpenter lay-
in» liuurn ur uriving ivcmnci-uuaiuo

can drive wire nails too handily to returnto the cut nail unless specifications
require It. The demand for cut nalla
is coming exclusively from agricultural
sections. The farmers are in earnest,
however, and to overcome theh- preju

dice,the big steel-wire combine has
had a special nail made with an extraordinarilylarge head and galvaniz?d
all over. These are guaranteed to outlastany nail in existence, but their introductionis proving slow.
