hundred dollars, It now has assets of
thre.* million Ave hundred thousand
dollar*, and has paid out of Its earnings
to account of salaries of bishops and
the support of superannuated preachersthe aggregate, of. four million dollars.Since 1S48, when, under a decisionof the supreme court, the assets
were divided between the Church
North and the Church South, the grosn
rale's have been sixty million dollars.
In Its various educational plants the
church has thirty million dollars invested.In the last quadrennlum five milliondollars were raised for missions?
besides large sums for other benevolences.Meditating on figures like these,
Thomas K. Deocher once exclaimed In
his characteristic style: ''t feel the
earth tremble as the chariots and
horsemerf of this great Christian army
go thundering hy. I know where they
came from: and. the camps they have
left and the victories they have won."

unique body. It Is supreme court, electoralcollege, and legislature all in one.
For xnany years it was the last tribunalto which a convicted preacher could
nppeal. But as tbe conference met only
once in four years, delay of hearing
was felt to be a grievance, and when
case* Anally came to trial they were

found to consume time needed for other
interest*. To obviate this, a system of
npp?liate courts was provided for,
which has proved altogether satisfactory.The right of trial on appeal, however,really inheres in the general conference,which could abolish the appellatecourts at Its own discretion.
The general conference is the only

legislative body of the church. It has
practically a carte-blanch* to make
rules and regulations, except In mattersof faith. It 1® inhibited from alteringtfye articles of religion and Introducingnew standards of doctrine. The
other "restrictive rules'* limiting the
power of general conference can be set
aside by a three-fourths vote of the annualconferences and a two-thirds vote
of the general conference. These rules
relate to the ratio of representation,
episcopacy, general rules, rights of
trln.1 And nnnMl. nnd rtlnnnnlMnn nf (ha

This great ecclesiastical parliament

has been the scene of some famous debates,continued through days and
even weeks of Its sessions. Before the
war ft vied with the national Congress
as an arena for the forensic eloquence
of antl and pro-slavery advocates. The
attempted division of the state was
foreshadowed by a real disruption of
the church, which occurred In 1844. Anotherbut much smaller bone of contentionwas the presiding eldership.
The effort was to make the office an
elective one, and thus limit the power
of the episcopacy In the Interest of
uciiiuwiobj. J.11UUHU inirouucru in successivegeneral conferences and advocatedwith ability, the measure failed,
and Its failure caused the first secessionfrom the church, which, however,
was comparatively Insignificant. This
failure is more than offset by the succorsof lay delegation. Though repeatedlyaffirmed inexpedient by the generalconferenec, it was finally adopted in
1872, after protracted agitation. The
coming conference will witness for the
first time the seating of lay delegates
in equal number with the clericals.
The legislative, however, suffers in

public Interest in comparison with the
elective function of this body. The
general conference has In its gift the
life ofllce and emoluments of the episcopacy.The Methodist world awaits
the vote with almost as much Interest
