years since Selah Chamberlain, of
Cleveland, O., comrn?nced the constructionof the first railroad grade In
the state of MimfCsota. It Is also well
to bear in mind that In the United
States, where the cost of railroad travel
is less than in any other country, the
finest passenger accommodations to be
found In the world arc provided to-day.

the best passenger train accommodationIn the northwest is equal, If not
generally superior, to the most luxurioustrains to be founrl on the eastern
lines. ;
The Northern Pacific Railway was

the fi»st projected trans-continental
line. It has five Important eastern ter-
mlnals.namely. St. Paul. Minneapolis,
Ashland, Superior and Duluth; 'three
western terminals.Seattle, Tacoma
and Portland. When the Northern Pa-
clflc entered the field, some sixteen or

seventeen years ago, as a trans-continentalline, it worked a revolution In
passenger train'service by the introductionof dining cars, which were then
and are now carried between St. Paul,
Minn., and Portland. Ore., on all of its
trans-continental trains. For several
years the Northern Pacific has spent
enormous sums In shortening its road,
substituting heavy rails for light ones,
revising its grades and curves, wideningits embankments, ballasting Its
track, filling In trestles, replacing
wooden with steel bridges, constructing
heavier nnd more powerful engines and
building new and attractive stations.
The result is a line modern and up-todatein every respect.

The Scenery.

field was ripe for the sickle. It has had
constructed for It n trans-continental
train, or, rather ten trains, to speak
more accurately, that take advantage of
all modern Improvemnts, both In Ideas
and construction, of railway car builders.In addition to the regular trains
now running, and which will be continuedon practically the present time
card, a new train, which will be known
as the "North Coast Limited," will be

put Into service on the date mentioned.
These trains will be1 hauled by tenwheeledSchenectady engines, weighing,'exclusively of tender, 100,000

pounds, or eighty tons. Kach engine
has six driving wheels, the diameters
L>f which are either sixty-nine or seventy-threeInches, or as high as a tall
man, and will carry the train nearly
twenty feet at each revolution of the
whels. The steam pressure carried is
two hundred pounds to the square Inch,
which will enable these monsters to

pull the heavy train at a high speed,
even eighty miles an hour, if necessary.The fire box. or furnace, which
supplies the heat that generates this
great atesvm pressure is nine feet long,
six feet high and Ave feet wide. The
tender will contain nine tons of coal
and 4,350 gallons of water when startingon Its long Journpy. The boiler, at
Its smallest diameter, Is sixty-two
Inches, ahd the engine stands fourteen
md a half feet high. These locomotives
are of the compound pattern, \V-hereby
the steam, after having been ufeed in
one cylinder, and tha expansive or utmostpower of the steam Is Ihug obtained.These engines will also supply
steam for heating the train and operatingthe dynamos to supply electricity
for lighting the cars.

Modern Trains.
Each North Coast Limited train will

have eight cars, 1. e., express, baggage,
Becond-class coach apd combination
smokor, first-class coach, tourist sleepingcar, dining- car, Pullman standard
Bleeping ear, and an observation car,
each of which will be lighted by electricity.The whole train will also be

equipped with wide vestibules, steel
platforms, M. C. B. standard couplers,
Westlnghouse air brakes, Westinghouseair train signals, the Gold systemheat, and paper wheels with steel
tires. The new baggage and express
cars will be seventy feet In length, and
the baggage car will contain at the
front end the electric plant. This consistsof an eight and a half by eightlilthcyllndcred steam engine, a twenty-liveKllowatt-Westlnghouse dynamo
with complete switch-board apparatus.
This plant Will generate an electric currentof 300 amperes at a pressure of
12.*» volts. The smoking cars, or secondclasscoaches, are divided by a partition,one-half being for the use of second-classpassengers and the remainderused for a smoking car.

The first-class day coach, sixty feet
In length, follows the nmoklng car.

Thsse coaches are of recent manufactureand along the most modern lines,
well ventilated, roomy, finished In mahogany,with separate and comfortable
toilet rooms for men and women. A
sixteen section tourist sleeping car, finishedIn mahogany, upholstered in dark
green leather, with isles carpeted, followsImmediately after the first-class
coach, and- will prove a source of surpriseand delight to those who cannot
afford the luxuries of a first-class PullmanSleeping car. Immediately buck

Adjacent to the smoking room will be
found the gentlemen's toilet room. In
the center of the car will be the barber
shop, bath room and buffet. At the
end of the corridor and at the entrance
to the ladles' parlor will be found a

reading room, writing desk, and libraryof 125 carefully selected volumes
of the most recent literature.
On the reading table will be such

standard monthly magazines as Harper's,Scrlbner's, Century, McClure's,
and such lllustrat?d weeklies as

Frank Leslies', Harper's, Puck, Life,
and Judge. The ladles' parlor will be
nine feet In width by twenty-three feet
In length. This parlor, or observation
room, will contain fourteen portable
wicker chairs, upholstered In plush of
a color that will harmonize with the
dark green wllton carpet on the floor.
The plate glass windows will be largefourfeet wide.thus giving the traveler
every opportunity to see, at his leisure,
the country through which the train is
passing. Electric fans for ventilating
purposes will kei-p the air of this car

sweet and pure. The rear platform,
surrounded by a handsome brass railing.will be six and a half feet long,
partially enclosed by the extended
sides of the car, and entirely covered
by a dome.
Attached to the center of the rear

railing of this car there will be a large
trademark of the Northern Pacific.
This wjll.be illuminated at night by
rilne electric lights and. being: thus
lighted all night, will be a unique featureof this train a* it speeds across

prairies and mountains.
With such trainH as these running

between 8t. Paul, Minn., and Portland.
Ore., It is.certain that the people of the
northwest will feel that the enterprise
of the Northern Pacific Hallway, in
thus providing such' splendid accommodations,will merit Its full share of
the passenger traffic.
