1t wag provided that the sale ot
stone ond coal would be for the purpose
of providing funds tor plping the city
tor water and to furnish fire protection,
The commons I8 bounded by Alley C on
the west, the ridge of Wheeling hill on
the east, Tenth street on the south and
Sixth street on the north, It is divided
Into lots, Jeased by the clty, which de-
rives nhout 3800 & year revenue. In
area It is nbout one-twelfth that of the
Forst and Second wards,
