Ku>y. Witnesses Pat on by the Stati
To Establish aCircumstantialChain.

A RED HANDKERCHIEF MASK

Ascribed to Mooney and a White One
to Friday.Fixing the Time

of the Murder.

There were many witnesses for the
state put on at the Hervey murder trla,
yesterday. The first proceeding wai

the cross-examination of Henry Hervey,brother of the murdered man,
James Hervey. He was unable to give
a definite description of the principal
intruder, suposed to be John Mooney,
and all he was certain of was that ths
man wore a red handkerchief mask,and
he thought he had a slouch hat, similar
to the one shown in court. This hat
was taken from Mooney. Mr. Hervey
said he was "conscious," that is, knew
that two men entered the house, but hs
did uot get a look at the second fellow.

Lock-up Keeper Brandt.
The next witness was City Lock-uo

Keeper William Brandt, who said ,hu
had known John Mooney for several
years, and he assisted in searching
Mooney and Friday after their arrest.
He found four loaded shells in Moonay'a
pockets and one in Friday's, and in

Mooney's overcoat he found two handkerchiefs,one blue and the. other, red
From Friday, witness got a white handkerchief.The red handkerchief was

knotted In the corners. Mooney waj
wet with perspiration, when brought in
the lock-up, said the witness, and when
the latter remarked that he must havt
come in a hurry, Mooney glared at hi<n
in silence.

Officer Hinkelmnn.
Officer H. J. Hlnkelman said he first

saw the defendants on the night of
March 1, when he and Officer Lawsqa
arrested them out Caldwell's run, near

Fette's bowling nlley. He had been orderedto keep watch for the murderers
ai tni8 point oy ingrum. au

and Lawson smarted out the run about
9:45 o'clock, and when they reached
Fette'fl they heard the voices of two
men coming on the road, that strikes
another at Fette's, so the officers
hid in the shadow of the
bowling alley building, and when
the men came clos?, th
officers stepped out. Hinkelman sa;u

"I want'you." to Friday, covering him
with a revolver. Lawson had to strugglewith Mooney; the latter was thrown
to the ground, and had a revolver pointedat Lawson; Hinkelman than shoved
a pistol in Mooney'b face, whereupon
the latter submitted to arrest. Previouslya gun had been taken from
Friday.

Officer Lawson.
Officer Lawsoij corroborated Officer

Iiinkelman's story. He said that in the
scuffle with Mooney, he tripped the lat
ter, causing him to fall. The witncs;
had examined the revolver taken frorr
Mooney and he judged by its condltJor
that three chambers had been emptied
that night. The witness was subjected
to a lengthy cross-examination by Col
Arnett.

Lieutenant Devinney.
Lieutenant George Devinney identifiedMooney's revolver and testified thai

it had ftuee soiled chambers, giving the
Impression that three balls had been
discharged from It. Colonel Amett endeavoredto make the point that the revolverhad been loaded and unloaded
since it was kept in Chief Clemans'
office. *

John Huff.
John Huff, a neighbor of the Herveys

testified that he heard a pistol shot anil
the blowing of a horn about 8:30 o'clock
the night of the murder. The wltneai
was one of the first to arrive on th.
scene.

Mrs. McCartney.
Mrs. McCartney, a cousin of the murderedmun and an lnmnte of his home

was the next witness. She, James ant1

Henry Hervey sat in the sitting roorr

the night df the murder from suppoi
time. Miss GUflllun was in the roon:

part of the time. The witness detailed
to Mr. Howard the locution of the windowsand doors In the room. One windowwas partly protected by a screen

and witness said a person could have
looked into the room from the outside
She next described the noise made bj
the murderers In entering the house
They crashed in the door. Mrs. McCartneyadvanced toward the door, but
before she reached It, a man, with a red
handkerchief over the upper part of hU
face and with a club In his hand, enteredthe room. There were two men,
one larger than the other.
Mr. Howard asked Mrs. McCartney tc

compare the prisoners with the men sir
saw, but Col. Arnett objected and th-;
court sustained Mm. The "Witness wai
«hf»n naked if Moonov or Friday corres-

poneded with the murderers. She sal;!
the larger man. Mooney, corresponded
in form, but she hadn't seen the murderers'faces owing to tho masks.
James Hervey was close to the bij

man, said Mrs. McCartney when ah:
ran from the room. She hadn't got twe

feet outside of tho room until she hear»!
a ahot fired. She then ran out to the
(wash-house, Intending to proceed furtherto give an alarm, but fearing theiv
were other men outside, shy returned
and went to an upstair* room by a baeli
stairs. The witness told of tha alarm
later given. A bell was rung and a horn
blown. The latter' wan done, sh;
thought, by Henry Hervey. She describedtho position of the murderec1
man In the hall. She heard three shotf
fired. Two were fired clos.; together
and there was an Interval between thv
first and weeuiid. Hh couldn't Identify
a red handkerchief, presented by Mr
Howard, as the one worn by one of tlu
murderers. After the murder, shE
noticed that one bullet entered the cellingand unoth r struck a door.
To Colonel Arnett, Mrs. McCartnej
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said aside from a reil handkerchief, she
could not desertbo the apparel of th-i

first intruder, who was as tall as James

Hervey, but witness wouldn't say lit:
was taller. One shot was fired while
she was in the sitting room; two after
she fled to the kitchen. The witness
was not certain that there were two

men, but she had the impression that
there was a second man to the rear of
the first, but she saw nothing distinctive.She though't she saw another man
over the shoulder of the first. A club
in the hands of the first was the only
apparent weapon. "Be quiet" was the

only remark she heard. It came twice
from the intruder. No violence wis <

offered with the club-'to'either of the
Hervey brothers, as'fceert by the wit-
ness. She Judged the time was S:C0 p.
m. In the sitting room were a shaded
lamp on the table and a gas Jet in the
center of the room.

Miss Gilfillan.
Miss Gllflllnn, an Inmate of the Her-»

vey home, was upstairs when the men

entered the house. She heard the nois<?

accompanying the opening of the door,
butsupposed itwasmerely the door being
slammed. Her attention was next attractedby a pistol shot. She saw a

man on the stairs, about the third step
from the landing. The stairs ran from
the front door. Something white was

across the man's face, and ho was

standing, looking down. She wasn't
positive that there were more than two
shots. She saw the man when she
opened her bedroom door, and shvi
closed it after catching sl^ht of the
man who appeared to be standing still.
Shortly afterward she heard Henry
Hervey rushing through the houes and
exclaiming that James had been shot,
and she left her room, meeting Mrs. MciCartney'and then saw James Horvey's
dead form in the hall. This was about
S:3Q p. in.
The witness discovered a bullet that

was among scraps of plaster which fell
from the celling, where a bullet struck.
She also saw a club in the hall. The
bullet, which was offered in evidence,
was given by the witness to Mr. Bur'kam.
Cross-examined by Colonel Arnett,

Miss GiUlllan said .«he had lived an the
Htsrvey home three years, and on the
night of the murder she had retired to

her room about 8 o'clock. She was

kneeling down, saying her prayers,
when she heard the first pistol shot.

Dr. Carter.
Dr. Carter, of Trladelphia, who was

James Hervey's physician, testified that
he examined the body shortly after
midnight on March 1, and he gave a

description of the bullet wound ard
contusions on the bead of the murdered
man. The witness assisted In the po.n
mortem examination, and ho detailed
the course of the fatal bullet after Its
entrance in the right side of the cheek.
also the scalp gash and the bruise on

the nose. The bullet was found in the
ICit BlUf U1 IIIC ll^uu, M^iun v...- »....

Two small pieces of bone were fastened
In the ball, which was battered out of
shape by contact with the skull. The
death of James Hervey was due to th
bullet, which severed the mndulla oblongataand. entered the cerebellum.
The wound on the nose was likely
caused by a blunt instruri&nt. Some of
the bruises might have been made by
a fall.

D. S. Thornburgh.
D. S. Thornburgh,. who lives near the

Hervey place, said he visited it shortly
after the murder, John Ilult having
told him of the occurrence. He thought

J. S. Creighton.
J. S. Creighton, another neighbor,sold

hp beard the alarm horn tooting from the
Horvty place; thought it was about
8:30 p. tn. Like Mr. Thornburgh, the
witness noted evidences of a struggle
at the Harvey house and when shown a

piece of fence paling by Mr. Meyer,
alleged to have been used by the murderers,Mr. Creighton said: "That's the
piece." This piece was in the house
and witness said he found the* other
piece near the carriage house next day.
He also found a wagon jack In front of
the gate. All the articles mentioned
were shown in court.

1 Sheriff "Richards. j
Sheriff Richards was the next witness.He had talked with the prisoners
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the night of March 1, just previous to

going out to Elm Grove, with his deputies,to investigate tho affair. Neither
Mooney or Friday would answer his
questions, but Mooney complained
about being arrested. Friday said
something, but It was not material and
witness could not recall it. His talk
extended to a statement that he lived in
Wheeling, and roomed, among othar
places at Muldoon's, across the crecK.
Both refused positively to explain where
they were that night. On their person
were found a penknife or two ana some

cards, 9no card containing "Dukes"
Reilly's business .advertisement. He
flld not (hen closely examine the revolversfound on them, but did so yester-]
day. 'One was a "Boston bulldog," and
the sheriff said he noticed that three
chambers bore adhesions of charred
powder. (

The sheriff said two shoes taken from
Mooney and Friday wera brought out

to Kim Grovu by Lieutenant Ingram,
the night of the murder, so as to comparewith the footprints in the show.
The .proceedings after his arrival "t

Hervey's war* reviewed. After Interviewingmembers of the family, he telephonedIngram to bring out the shoe?.
The larger shoe corresponded with some

footprints and the smaller with others.
About the house the shoes were lltteJ
In at least two dozen places. This Includedon the porch, In front of a window,In front of the carriage house and
along a fence. The shoes were fitted to
tracks near the county Infirmary and
along the road running up the' hill past
the poor house, gving past the watering
trough, where the roads divert, and
rxoo* rww hntiH<> the rnnd was clear
of tracks except to the two mv.de which
corresponded to the shoes carried by thu
officers.
The shoes wore brought from Chief

Clemans' office into court, but Colonel
Arnett objected to their Identification.
This point was laid in abeyance, court
adjourning at 5:55 p. m.

John Lynch Arrested.
John Lynch, who was employed as

bar-tender in "Dukes" Riley's saloon,
and was wanted in the Hcrvey murder
trial, voluntarily surrendered himself
to the authorities yesterday. The warrantfor his arrest was sworn out beforeSquire Greer several days ago, but
Lynch left town, going to Clarksburg.
He was committed to jail, and he is expectedto give Important testimony for
the state. Lynch, Kitty Sinclair, John
Connors and "Dukes" Reilly form the
quartette that Is supposed to know of
a. conspiracy to rob the Hervey place.
