though thers might be great reputa-
tion, thore is n danger of making mis-
takas that woild not be helptul to fu-
ture uspfulness.  Mr. Atkinson, In his
declslon, has not been actuatsd by thz
hope of making a reputation of natlon-
al character for himsell as by the feel-
ing that he was obeying a patriotic call
to duty. O cbures, as an enterprising
nnd ambitious man, he has not forgat-
ten the grest opportunities batore him
in the work of educating the Filipluos,
but (n view of the uncertalnty as
how lng Ha ecan remain cdueationul
superintendent of the Philippines—the
political unpertainties of th: United
Btates bring remembered—Mr, Atkin-
son would probably not have congid-
erid the proposition A0t were not that
he f2it it his duty to go.
